8021 by a vote of 5-0. Mr. Forcade and Mr. Marlin abstained.

A Proposed Rule, Second Notice, was adopted in R81—12, Sauget/E.
St. Louis, by a vote of 5—0. Mr. Forcade and Mr. Marlin abstained.

A Final Order was adopted in #80—38, Bacon’s Farm by a vote of 7—0.

Motion for briefing schedule in #81—18, Caterpillar, was granted
by a vote of 7-0.
