An Order granting the Respondent’s motion to withdraw its petition
for review, and unless the penalty has already been paid, directing
the Respondent to pay, within 30 days of the date of the Order, a
penalty in the amount of $500.00, was adopted in #AC 94—100, county
of Macon v. Macon County Landfill, by a vote of 4—0.
