MINUTES OP REGULAR BOARD MEETING
JUNE 1, 1995 CHICAGO, ILLINOIS

After calling the meeting to order, Chairman Manning welcomed
members of the public and staff members. Thereafter, the Clerk
was asked for a roll call and all Board Members answered present.

Minutes of the May 18, 1995 Board Meeting were approved by a vote
of 6—0. Board Member J. Yi abstained.

Minutes of the May 25, 1995 Board Meeting were approved by a vote
of 4-0. Chairman Claire A. Manning and Messrs. R.C. Flemal and
G. Tanner Girard abstained.

In R95—4, —R95—6, UIC Update, USEPA Regulations (July 1, 1994
through December 31, 1994) and RCRA Subtitle C Update, USEPA
Regulations (July 1, 1994 through December 31, 1994), an Adopted
Rule, Final Order, Opinion and Order were adopted by a vote of
7—0. Board Member M. McFawn concurred. (ED)

An Order granting the Agency’s motion for an extension of time
until September 30, 1995 to file the Agency’s recommendation, was
adopted in #AS 94-18, Petition of Central Can Company for an
Adjusted Standard from 35 Ill. Adm. Code Part 218, by a vote of
7-0. (McP)

An Opinion and Order accepting the Stipulation and Proposal for
Settlement in the amount of $15,000.00, was adopted in #94—201,
People of the State of Illinois v. Becker Brothers, Inc., and G.
Raymond Becker, Jr., by a vote of 7-0. Board Member J. Theodore
Meyer concurred. (MCP)

An Opinion and Order accepting the Stipulation and Proposal for
Settlement Agreement in the amount of $15,000.00, was adopted in
#95—139, People of the State of Illinois v. MBL (USA)
Corporation, by a vote of 7—0. Board Member J. Theodore Meyer
concurred.

An Opinion and Order accepting the revised Stipulation and
pursuant to that agreement finding respondent Rochelle Disposal
Service in violation of Section 21(o) (5) and (12) of the Act and
assessing the statutory penalty of five hundred dollars for each
alleged violation, for a total of $1,000.00, was adopted in #AC
94—37, County of Ogle v. City of Rochelle and Rochelle Disposal
Service, Inc., by a vote of 7—0. Board Member J. Theodore Meyer
concurred. (JY)

An Order granting the complainant’s motion to modify and vacating
and replacing the Board’s April 20, 1995 Order that directs the
respondent to pay the assessed penalty to the Sangamon County
