MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
AUGUST 1, 1996 CHICAGO, ILLINOIS - 10:30 AM.

After calling the meeting to order, Chairman Manning welcomed members of the public and staff
to the meeting. Thereafter, the Clerk was asked for a roll call and all Board Members answered
present except Board Members Dr. Ronald C. Flemal and Marili McFawn, who were on
vacation.

Minutes of the July 18, 1996 Board Meeting were approved by a vote of 5-0.

In R96-4, Listing of Federal Hazardous Air Pollutants, Great Lakes Commissions Toxic
Compounds and Great Waters Program Toxic Compounds, and Source Reporting for Illinois
Toxic Air Contaminants: Amendments to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 232, a Proposed Rule, First Notice,
Opinion and Order was adopted by a vote of 5-0. (JY)

This Adjusted Standard was accepted by the Board and held for the agency’s recommendation:
