MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
SEPTEMBER 5, 1996 CHICAGO, ILLINOIS - 10:30 A.M.

After calling the meeting to order, Board Member J. Theodore Meyer asked the Clerk for a roll
call, and all Board Members answered present except for Chairman Claire Manning, who was
absent.

Minutes of the August 15, 1996 Board Meeting were approved by a vote of 6-0. Board member
J. Theodore Meyer abstained.

Code 251, an Order granting the Agency’s motion to withdraw the rulemaking and closing the
docket, was adopted by a vote of 6-0. (MeF)
