MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
SEPTEMBER 19,1996 CHICAGO, ILLINOIS - 10:30 A.M.

After calling the meeting to order, Chairman Manning welcomed members of the public and staff
to the meeting. Thereafter, the Clerk was asked for a roll call, and all Board Members answered

present.

Minutes of the September 5, 1996 Board Meeting were approved by a vote of 6-0. Chairman
Manning abstained. -

In R96-18, Amendments to 35 Ill. Adm. Code Subtitle F (Parts 601 through 620), an Order
granting the Agency’s motion to amend the petition and accepting the petition, and directing the
hearing officer to conduct at least two hearings in affected areas of the State, as required by
Sections 27 and 28 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, was adopted by a vote of 7-0.
