An Opinion and Order was adopted in #AC 89—156 (Dockets A & B),
John Gordon, by a vote of 6—0. (BF)

An Opinion and Order was adopted in #90—126, Marathon Petroleum,
by a vote of 6—0. (JA)

An Opinion and Order was adopted in #90—167, City of Morris, by a
vote of 5—1. B. Forcade dissented. (RCF)

An Interim Order was adopted in #90—177, A.K.A. Land, by a vote
of 5—1. M. Nardulli dissented and J. Anderson, J.C. Marlin and
J. Theodore Meyer concurred. (BF)

An Opinion and Order was adopted in #90—226, City of Toluca, by a
vote of 5—1. B. Forcade dissented. (JCM)

By a vote of 6—0, the Board, on its own motion, dismissed
subdockets (A) and (B) in R89—17, Application of California Motor
Vehicle Control Program in Illinois.
