A Proposed Rule, First Notice, Opinion and Order was adopted in
R91-22, PMq g Emission Limits in the McCook and Lake Calumet Areas
in Cook Colinty, Illinois and the Granite City Area in Madison
County, Illinois, by a vote of 7-0. {JTH)

By a vote of 7-0, the parties were directed to file, by September
9, 1991, a status report informing the Board of the desired
disposition of the proceedings in #87-132, City of Chicago.

hearings to be set, Order by R.C. Flemal; R91-23, Petition of
Marathon 0il Company for Site-Specific Rule Change, additional
information requested and Petitioner advised that if an amended
proposal curing the noted deficiencies is not filed within 60
days this matter is subject to dismissal for inadequacy, Order by
J.C. Marlin; R91-24, Exemptions from Definitions of VOM, 35 Ill.
Adm. Code 218 and 219, Docket Reserved.
