MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
May 26, 1977 Chicago, Illinois

All Board Members were present.

Opinions and Orders were adopted by a vote of 5-0 in these cases:

Mgt. by a vote of 5-0. Mr. Zeitlin will prepare the Order. The motion
was held pending response to the Order.

Request to decide without hearing in #77-22, Mobil Oil was granted by
a vote of 5-0. Mr. Young will prepare the Order.

Motion to amend was granted in #77-60, Commans by a vote of 5-0. Mr.
Dumelle will prepare the Order.

Motion to withdraw objection in #77-83, Waterman was granted by a vote
of 5-0. Mr. Goodman will prepare the Order.

Motion to decide without hearing was granted in #77—93, Ohio Power and
the amended petition was ordered held for an Agency recommendation by
a vote of 5-0. Dr. Satchell will prepare an Order.

Motion to reconsider in #77—113, Puklin v. Swanson was denied by a vote
of 5—0.
