MARCH 6, 1997 CHICAGO, ILLINOIS - 10:30 AM.

After calling the meeting to order, Chairman Manning welcomed members of the public and staff
to the meeting. Thereafter, the Clerk was asked for a roll call and all Board Members answered
present.

Minutes of the February 20, 1997 Board Meeting were approved by a vote of 7-0.

In R97-10, Regulation of Petroleum Leaking Underground Storage Tanks 35 Ill. Adm. Code 732,
an Adopted Rule, Final order, Opinion and Order, was adopted by a vote of 7-0.
(GTG)(JTM)(JY)

In R97-l2, Tiered Approach to Corrective Action Objectives (35 Ill. Adm. Code 742, an Agency
motion to file instanter new language to Section 742.505(b)(3)(C), will be disposed of with the
second notice opinion and order.

In R97-17, Exemptions From the Definition of VOM, USEPA Amendments (July 1, 1996
through December 31, 1996; HFC 43-lOmee and HCFC 225ca and cb), a Proposed Rule,
Proposal for Public Comment, Opinion and Order was adopted by a vote of 7-0. (GTG)

Dockets were reserved in these regulatory matters: R97-25, Great Lakes Water Quality
Initiative; R97-26, Amendment to Agriculture Related Pollution Regulations at 35 Ill. Adm.
Code Subtitle E.

An Order granting the petitioner’s stay of the Board’s January 23, 1997 order until May 5, 997,
advising the parties that the Board will reserve ruling on a request for hearing filed by Kathy
Andria, President of the Madison County Conservation Alliance since the Board has found the
petitioner’s original petition to be deficient, noting that in the original petition for an adjusted
standard, the petitioner did request a hearing, and granting Chester Babst II, Donald Bluedorn II
and Gregory Timmons to appear on behalf of the petitioner pro hac vice, was adopted in #AS 97
6, Petition of Granite City Steel for an Adjusted Standard from 35 Ill. Adm. Code 302.212 and
302.2 13, Water Quality Standards Relating to Ammonia, by a vote of 6-0. Board Member K.M.
Hennessey abstained. (RCF)

An Opinion and Order accepting the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in the amount of
$30,000.00, was adopted in #95-107, People of the State of Illinois v. American Steel Container
Company, Inc., by a vote of 7-0. (MeF)

An Opinion and Order accepting the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in the amount of
$3,500.00, was adopted in #97-128, People of the State of Illinois v. Belle-Aire Fragrances, Inc.,
by a vote of 7-0. (CAM)



An Order finding that the alleged violations of Section 21(o)(1 1) of the Illinois Environmental
Protection Act (Act) for failure to submit reports in ##AC 94-29, -48, -49,-SO, - 51, -52, -58,
- 59, -60, -61,- 81, and -91, are barred by the doctrine ofres judicata since they were
previously adjudicated in People v. James Lee Wafts, (May 4, 1995) PCB 94-127, finding that
the alleged violations of Section 21 (o)(9) of the Act for depositing refuse in an unpermitted
portion of the landfill in ##AC 95-8, - 18, -21,- 28, and -29, were not previously litigated in
Peonle of the State of Illinois v. Wafts Trucking Service. Inc. and ESG Watts. Inc., No. 91-CH-
242 (Cir. Ct. of Sangamon County, February 2, 1994), and are therefore not barred by the
doctrine of res judicata, directing that administrative citations ##AC 94-28, - 82, - 90, - 95, AC
95-8, - 18, -21,- 28, and- 29, as well as the remaining counts ofAC 94-29, -48,- 49,-SO,- 51,
- 52, - 58, - 59, - 60, - 61, - 81, and 91, to proceed to hearing, and directing the hearing officer to
establish an appropriate hearing date, was adopted in ##AC 94-28, -29,- 48, -49, -50,- 51, -52,
-58,- 59, -60,- 61,- 81, -82,- 90,- 91, -95,95-8, -21,- 28, -29, Sangamon County v. ESG
Watts, Inc., by a vote of 7-0. (McF)(GTG)

An Order directing the Clerk of the Board to cause publication of the required newspaper notice
of a motion to request relief from the hearing requirement, was adopted in #96-131, People of the
State of Illinois v. Fenton Press Inc., by a vote of 7-0. (JY)

An Order granting the complainant’s motion to amend the complaint, granting the complainant
summary judgment as to Count I as initially filed, granting summary judgment for the
complainant as to Counts II and III, ordering the respondent to deposit sufficient funds into the
Viola Landfill trust fund so that the fund provides at least the $249,067.00 as required by Permit
1994-285-SP, within 45 days of the entry of the order, ordering the respondent to submit to the
Agency a revision of the current cost estimates for closure and post-closure of the Viola Landfill
in compliance with 35 Ill. Adm. Code 807.603(b)(l) and 807.621(c) and (d), within 45 days of
the entry of the order, and directing the parties to address the remaining allegations of the
complaint, the issues relating to penalty, and awarding of costs and attorney’s fees at the
scheduled hearing, was adopted in #96-233, People of the State of Illinois v. ESG Wafts, Inc., by
a vote of 7-0. (MeF)

An Order dismissing the case without prejudice against all party respondents for want of
prosecution, advising the parties that the Board will not rule on the pending motions to dismiss
and request for stay, as these motions are mooted by this action, and closing the docket, was
adopted in #97-17, Irma L. Lopez, Jose Martinez, Joel R. Garay, and Jose Gonzalez v. Celotex
Corporation, AlliedSignal, Inc., and the IEPA, by a vote of 6-0. Board Member K.M. Hennessey
abstained.
