MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
MARCH 5, 1987 CHICAGO, ILLINOIS

A.M. SESSION

All Board Members were present. Chairman Dumelle introduced
Board Member Edward A. Nedza who had recently been appointed to
the Board. Mr. Nedza abstained from voting at the meeting.

An Order dismissing the proceedings as moot and directing the
Chairman to return the permit materials to the Illinois
Department of Transportation unsigned, was adopted in #86—95,
IDOT, Waukegan Port District, by a vote of 6—0. (JTM)

Theodore Meyer againsL A vote was then taken to defer vote on
the Order until March 19. The vote was 2—4 with J. Marlin and J.
Anderson in favor and all others against. The Order was then
approved by a vote of 6—0 with J. Anderson, J. Theodore Meyer and
J. Marlin concurring. (JO)
