The Board extends the
appeal period until July 11, 2004, as the parties request. See 415 ILCS 5/40(a)(1) (2002); 35 Il
Adm. Code 105.406. If Strohm Oil Company fails to file an appeal on or before that date, the
Board will dismiss this case and close the docket.
