ORDER OF THE BOARD (by G.T. Girard):

On June 21, 2001, petitioner filed a motion for reconsderation (motion). Petitioner request that
the Board reconsider its May 17, 2001, denying petitioners petition for an adjusted standard. On July
9, 2001, the Illinois Environmenta Protection Agency filed aresponse to petitioner’s motion. For the
reasons that follow, petitioner’ s motion is denied.

In ruling on amoation for reconsderation the Board will consider factors including new evidence,
or achange in the law, to conclude that the Board’ s decison wasin error. 35 [Il. Adm. Code 101.902.
In Citizens Againg Regiond Landfill v. County of Board of Whitesde (March 11, 1993), PCB 93-156,
we observed that “the intended purpose of a motion for reconsderation is to bring to the court’s
atention newly discovered evidence which was not available at the time of hearing, changes in the law
or errorsin the court’ s previous gpplication of the existing law.” Korogluyan v. Chicago Title & Trust
Co., 213 11I. App. 3d 622, 627, 572 N.E.2d 1154, 1158 (1<t Dist. 1992).

We find that the motion presents the Board with no new evidence, change in the law, or any
other reason to conclude that the Board's origina decison wasin error.

The Board therefore denies petitioner’ s motion for recons deration.
