ORDER OF THE BOARD (by A. Tin): 
 
 On January 20, 2026, Steve’s Fuel & Auto Care, Inc. (Steve’s Fuel) filed a motion to 
dismiss this appeal, which concerns a leaking underground storage tank (UST) site located at 935 
South Main Street, Jacksonville, Morgan County.  Steve’s Fuel had filed a petition for review of 
a determination by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA or Agency) in which the 
Agency refused payment in full for early action costs associated with the removal of 
underground storage tanks at the site.  In its motion, Steve’s Fuel states that the parties have 
reached a resolution of the disputes underlying this appeal and that Petitioner no longer wishes to 
pursue the appeal.  The Board grants Steve’s Fuel & Auto Care, Inc.’s motion for dismissal, 
dismisses the appeal, and closes the docket.
