JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That John Groff is the present owner and Robert Groff is the operator (collectively

“Respondents”) ofa facility located at 2503 Barton Road, Junction City, Marion County, Illinois. The

property is commonly known to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as Junction City/Groff.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 1210205005.

3. That Respondents have owned/operated said facility at all times pertinent hereto.

4. That on July 29, 2004, James J. Balmer of the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Collinsville Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of his

inspection report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part

hereof.
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VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by James J. Balmer during the course of his July 29,

2004 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has

determined that Respondenthas violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the

“Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 2l(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(l)

(2002).

(2) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in open burning, a violation of Section 21(p)(3) of the Act, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(3) (2002).

(3) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in deposition of general construction or demolition debris or clean

construction or demolition debris, a violation of Section 21 (p)(7) of the Act, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(7) (2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondents are

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of Four Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($4,500.00). If

Respondents elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than October 15, 2004, unless otherwise provided

by order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.
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IfRespondents elect to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31 .1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31 .1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondents shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondents fail

to petition or elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondents’ check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondents shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

Ifany civil penalty and/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed byorderof the

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondents from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondents in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondents have the right to contest this Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondents elect to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondents shall file a Petition for Review, including a Notice of

Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois Pollution Control

Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois 60601. A copy of

said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency’s Division of

Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield, Illinois 62794-9276.

Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within thirty-five (35) days

of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall enter

a default judgment against the Respondent.

On July 29, 2004, I conductedafollow-up inspectionat2503BartonRoad,JunctionCity,
Illinois, (N38.565160, W089.133615)to determineif correctiveactionsweretakenas
statedin theAdministrativeCitationWarningNotice (ACWN) datedJune7, 2004. The
ACWN citedviolationsfor opendumpingandopenburningofconstructiondebrisand
wastetires. Theweatherduringthis inspectionwascloudyabout80 Fahrenheit,andthe
soil conditionswere dry.

I arrivedat approximately3:10 p.m. After attemptingto locatetheresident,I walked
aroundthehouseto inspecttheproperty. Onthewestsideof asmall drainageditch, I
noticedthat mostofthetiresreportedin thepreviousinspectionwere gone. A flatbed
trailer locatedin theSW cornerofthepropertyheldapproximately7 usedtireson rims,
steelpartsandrolls of fencing. An abandonedJeepwaslocatedneartheflatbedtrailer.
In theNW cornerof theproperty,I noticedthesameburnareathat wasfoundin thefirst
inspection. Therewasnewevidencethat tires,lumber,tarpaper,styrofoamanda fibrous
materialwereburned. Slightly to theeastI sawmoreevidenceof tire, lumberandplastic
burning. Thesmallerburnareasnotedin thepreviousinspectionwereuntouched.The
inspectionwascompleteat 3:25 p.m.

SiteHistory

Two ACWN lettersdatedJune7, 2004,weresentto RobertGroff (resident)andJohn
Groff (owner)citing violationsfor opendumpingandopenburningof constructiondebris
and wastetires. RobertGroffis letterwaslater returnedasunclaimedto theAgencyon
June28, 2004. AnotherACWN wassentto RobertGroffon June30, 2004by regular
mail. Neitherpartyhasrepliedto theACWN. All correctiveactionswereto be
completedby July 11, 2004.

ApparentViolations

It appearsthatMr. RobertGroffandMr. JohnGroffarein apparentviolation of the
Illinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct for causingor allowing theopendumpingof waste
at thissite. Mr. Groffmust:

1. Immediatelyceaseall opendumpingandopenburningatthis site.



2. Do not disposeof anywasteby openburning.
3. All tiresmustbe disposedofat a registeredtire disposalsite.
4. Removeall wasteto a permittedlandfill or transferstation.
5. Removeall usedorwastetires to registeredtire storageor tire disposal

facility. Usedor wastetirescannotbe takento a landfill or transferstationfor
thepurposeof disposal. Donot openburnany of thetires. Loadsofmore
than20 tiresmusthauledby a registeredtire transporter.

6. All disposalreceiptsmustbe submittedto theIllinois EPA to verify proper
disposal.
