JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That Leo and Debra Ham are the present owners and operators of a facility located

at 601 Osborn Street, Bushnell, McDonough County, Illinois. The property is commonly known to

the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as Ham Property.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 1090155029.

3. That Respondents have owned and operated said facility at allthiiespertinenthereto.

~4. That on September 29, 2004, Robert J. Wagner of the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency’s Champaign Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of



his inspection report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and madezpart

hereof.

VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Robert J. Wagner during the course of his

September 29, 2004 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency has determined that Respondent has violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act

(hereinafter, the “Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(l) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2002).

(2) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in deposition of general construction or demolition debris or clean

construction ordemolition debris, a violation of Section 21(p)(7) of theAct, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(7) (2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondents are

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00). If Respondents elect

not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty specified above shall be

due and payable no later than December15, 2004, unless otherwise provided byorderofthe Illinois

Pollutipn Control Board.

IfRespondents elect to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois
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Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondents shall be assessed the associated hearing-costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuantto Section 31.1(d)(1) of theAct, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(d)(1) (2002), ifRespondentsfail

to petition or elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondents’ check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276.

On September29, 2004, [11:10AM to 11:24 AM] this author(Robert Wagner)conductedan
opendump re-inspectionat propertyownedby Leo and DebraHam. The property is called
BushnellGardensandis locatedat 601 OsbornStreet,Bushnellillinois. BushnellGardensis a
trailerpark. There-inspectionwasaresultofan opendumpinspectionthat tookplaceon May3,
2004.

History

On May 3, 2004, an inspectionin responseto a citizen complaint wasperformedat theHam
Property. The following allegedviolationswere observed;Sections9(a), 9(c), 21(a), 21(d)(1),
21(d)(2), 21(e), 21(p)(1), 2l(p)(3), 21Q)(7) and 55(a)(1) of the Act and Section 812.101(a)of
the Regulation. On June1, 2004, an ACWN was issuedby theAgency. The Agencydid not
receivea written responsefrom Mr. or Mrs. Ham. The Agency did not receiveany landfill
receiptsin regardsto thecleanup of theproperty.

Inspection

Uponarrival, this authorwalkedandphotographedtheproperty. Sometypeofcleanup activity
had takenplace at the site sincethe May 3, 2004 inspection. This authornoticed a reduced
volumeofwastedebrisatthe site. Photographs1,2, 3,4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16,
17, 18, 19, 20, 21, 22 and 23 show processedwood, cans,metal debris, tires, insulation, a
mattressescarcass,constructionanddemolitiondebrispushedover the edgeof anembankment
(see site sketch). Evidence indicates that open burning had taken place on the property.
Photographs4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 11, 12, 13, 15, and 16 showthe charredremainsofconstructionand
demolitiondebris,insulation,a mattresscarcass,andatirerim with beads.

This authorwent to theBushnellGardensoffice andmet with DebraHam. Accordingto Mrs.
Ham,Mr. Hamcleanedup thesite. Mrs.Hamsaid thatMr. Hamtookall thewastedebrisout to
their family farm andburnt it asamethodof disposal. This authorexplainedto Mrs. Ham that
the sitewasnot cleanedup. This authorfurtherexplainedto Mrs. Hamthat it was illegal for
themto takethewastedebristo anothersite andburnit. This authoraskedMrs. Hamwherethe
family farm was located. Mrs. Hamreplied that shedid not know the locationof her family
farm. At that time, shecalledMr. Ham. Mrs. Hamgavethis authorherphoneto talk to Mr.
Ham. This authorexplainedto Mr. Hamthat thesitewasnot cleanedup. Mr. Hamadmittedto
taking thewastedebris to his family farm andburning it asa methodofdisposal. This author
pointed out to Mr. Hamthat in apreviousphoneconversationthis authortold him that hecould
not bum thewastedebrisand that it neededto be takento an EPA permittedlandfill. This
authorin thesamephoneconversationalsotold him that heneededto respondto theACWN in
writing. Mr. Ham acknowledgedthat thephoneconversationtook placebut disagreedto what
this authorhad told him. According to Mr. Ham this authortold him that he could bum the
wastedebrisathis family farm.
