pretreatmentmodificationordisposalmight be harmful,detrimentalor offensiveto

human,plantoranimallife, orto property.”

6. With respectto thefacilities describedin Paragraph3(a) above(thecontainment

structures,building andassociatedcollectionandrecoverysystems),thesefacilities were

coveredunderthetax certificationLog No. TC-49-98issuedMarch20, 2000by the

IllinOis EPA andthereforedo notrequireconsiderationorrecommendationin this action



by theIllinois Pollution ControlBoard.

7. With respectto thefacilities describedin Paragraph3(b) above(theportionofthe

buildingover theminibulklpackageagrichemicalsecondarycontainmentstructure),based

on theinformationin the applicationandthepurposeofthefacilities (to warehouse

productsfor futureuse),it is theIllinois EPA’s engineeringjudgmentthatthedescribed

facilitiesarenot “pollution controlfacilities,” pursuantto 35 Ill. Adm. Code125.200(a),

with theprimarypurposeofeliminating,preventing,orreducingwaterpollution, oras

otherwiseprovidedin 35 Ill. Adm. Code125.200. Therefore,thefacilities arenoteligible

for tax certificationfrom theBoard.

8. Therefore,theIllinois EPArecommendsthattheBoardtakeno actionwith respectto the

facilities describedin Paragraph3(a) above(thecontainmentstructures,building and

associatedcollectionandrecoverysystems)anddenytherequestedtax certificationfor

thefacilitiesdescribedin Paragraph3(b) above(theportionofthebuilding overthe

minibulk/packageagrichemicalsecondarycontainmentstructure).
