JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That John R. Malloch (“Respondent”) is the present owner and operator of a facility

located at 2572 County Road 600E, Dewey, Champaign County, Illinois. The property is commonly

known to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as Dewey/Malloch, John R.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 01980500002.

3. That Respondent has owned and operated said facthty at all times pertinent hereto.

4. That on March 2, 2005, Mike Mullins of the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency’s

Champaign Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of his inspection report

setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part hereof.



VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Mike Mullins during the course of his March 2,

2005 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has

determined that Respondent has violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the

“Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2002).

(2) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in open burning, a violation of Section 21(p)(3) of the Act, 415 ?LCS

5121(p)(3) (2002).

(3) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in deposition of general construction or demolition debris or clean

construction or demolition debris, a violation of Section 21(p)(7) of the Act, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(7) (2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondent is

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of Four Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($4,500.00). If

Respondent elects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than May 15, 2005, unless otherwise provided by

order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.
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If Respondent elects to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged lierefti, after an adjudicatory hearing,

Respondent shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondent fails

to petition or elects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondent shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty and/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed by order of the

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondent from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General.. may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondent in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondent has the right to contest this Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondent elects to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondent shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondent.

OnJanuary12, 2005,theGovernor’sOfficeofCitizen’sAssistancereceiveda citizen’s
complaintof opendumping,drumsfloating in creek,and leakingfluids from vehiclesand
machinery.The EPA ChampaignRegionalOffice receivedthecomplaintonFebruary17,.
2005.Thesite is locatedneartheintersectionof600Eand2550N,Section30, Condit
Township,ChampaignCounty.

Thepurposeof this inspectionwas to determineregulatorystatusand evaluatecompliance
with theEnvironmentalProtectionAct (Act) andTitle 35 Illinois AdministrativeCode,
SubtitleG: LandPollution (Regulations).

March 2, 2005Observations:

I arrivedat thepropertyabout2:35 pm, theweatherwasclear,45 degrees,northwestbreezeat
5 mph,andconditionswerewet andmuddy. I enteredthesite from 25SONroadandobserved
smoketo thenorth of2550roadandon thesite.

Uponarrival to the area,I couldheara tractoroperatingon thesite.As I exitedthevehicle
andwalkednorthtowardthesmoke,Mr. Mallochmetmeon thesitewhile driving atractor. I
introducedmyselfandthepurposeofmy visit wasto investigatea citizen’scomplaint.

I conductedan informal interviewofMr. Malloch.Mr. Malloch statedthat heownedthe
propertyandhasoperateda “recycling” businesson this site for manyyears.Mr. Malloch
statedthat hehaspermitsfrom thecounty(Champaign)zoning to operateasarecycler.He
statedthat he recyclesmetalsfrom cars, in whichhe shippeda loadthat dayto Peoria.Mr.
Mallochalsostatedthat he recycles“BumperWraps”, thecompositematerialcovering
vehiclebumpersandrecyclesmobilehomes.



Mr. Malloch statedthathe recoversthecopperandaluminumfrom old mobilehomes.I
observedseveralmobilehomeframesonthesite.I inquiredaboutthefire that wasproducing
thesmokeandMr. Mallochstatedthatpeopledumpfurnitureon thesitewhenhe is not there.
Mr. Malloch thoughtit wasasofaburning.

I askedMr. Malloch if hewasanyrelationto aMr. Dick Malloch thathada sitenearFisher
Illinois in the 1980’s andalso hadsomeviolations. Hestatedthat hewas.I askedif that was
family andhe stated“yes”. Hethenstatedthathis middlenameis Richardandthe nameDick
hasbeenusedin thepast.This confinnedthatI wasdealingwith thesamepersonthat owned
theFishersite.

I explainedto Mr. MallochthatI neededto look aroundandcheckout thefire. Hestated
“OK” and followedme onhis tractorasI walkedto theareaofthefire. Observedwassmoke
coming from apile ofmetalthat oncewaspossiblyasofa(photo 1) orpieceof furniture.I did
not observeany flamesbut the materialin thepile wasstill hot.

I explainedto Mr. Mallochthat theonly thing he is allowedto burnis landscapewasteand
brush.I also cautionedMr. Mallochaboutanyburningon this siteasit would give the
appearanceoftheburningofwasteand citizenswill notknow thedifferencebetween
landscapewasteandjunk andstill file acomplaintof openburning.

Adjacentto thesmall burnpile wasobservedan areaapproximately250 feetin diameterthat
containedmixed debris(photo2). Thedebrisconsistedofbrick, metal,partiallyburned
woods,plastics,andwhatappearedto be fiber insulationorclothing.This appearedto be the
areawheremobilehomesaresalvagedasmobilehomeframeswereobservedto the westof
this location.

I askedMr. Mallochhow hehandlestiresfrom theautomobileshe sendsto recycling.Mr.
Mallochstatedthathe removesthetiresbeforesendingthevehiclesto Peoria.I askedwhat
happensto thetires,Mr. Mallochstatedthathe takesthetiresto Mr. E.’ in Thomasboro,
Illinois. Mr. Mallochaskedmeif it wasok to takethetires to Mr. E. I statedaslong asMr. B.
is registeredwith theIEPAthat it wouldbeOK but thatI wasunableto directly answerthat
becauseI wasunfamiliarwith the situationat Mr. E.’s in Thomasboro.I did explainthat
unlessMr. Mallochis aregisteredtire haulerwith theStateofIllinois that a generatorcould
not haulmorethan20 tiresat atime.

Tireswereobservedon thesite(photo3). It is unknownhowmanytiresare on this site.I was
ableto walk avery small areaof thesite. Approximately

1110
th1 of thesitewasobserved

duringthis inspection.An additional9/lOthsof thesitewaslocatedto thenorthofthesmall
areaI observedon thesouthsideoftheproperty.

I askedMr. Mallochhowhehandledthefluids thatwerein thevehiclesthathe recycled.He
statedthat thegasolineis whathewasconcernedaboutandthatheremovedthegasoline
tanksandpouredthegasolineinto drums.I askedMr. Malloch what happenedto the drums
andhe statedthat amanpicks up thedrums andmixesthegasolinewith usedoil andburns
themixture in aspaceheater.I askedMr~Malloch abouthow manygallonsordrumsof
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drumsandobservedveryfew automobileson siteastheautomobileactivity appearedto take
placenorth oftheareaI walked.

I explainedto Mr. Malloch that I wouldbeunableto walk theentiresite on thisvisit asit
appearedlargerthanI anticipated.Mr. MallochstatedthatI couldcomebackandwalkmore
ofthesitebut I shouldcall to makesurethathe is thereandnot someplaceelsewhenI chose
to returnto thesite.Mr. Malloch thengavemehis businesscard.

I did observethatthereis a creekto thenorthof theareathat I walkedandthecreekseparated
thenorthareaandthesouthareasofthis site.

As I wasleavingthesite, I observedan areawhereburninghasoccurredin thepast.Thearea
wasadjacentto 2550NorthRoadattheentranceofthesite(photo 4).

I left thesiteat about3:30p.m.

Apparent violations observedduring this inspection:

EnvironmentalProtectionAct. 415 ILCS 5/1 et. Seq. (formerlyIll. Rev. Stat.Ch. 1111/2,
1001 et. Seq.){hereinaftercall the“Act”}

#1. Pursuantto Section9(a) of theAct. Cause,threaten,orallowair pollution in Illinois.

A violation ofSection9(a) is allegedfor thefollowing reason:Evidenceof open
burning, which would causeor tend to air pollution in Illinois wasobserved
during this inspection.

#2 Pursuantto Section9(c) oftheAct. No oneshallcauseorallow openburning.

A violation ofSection9(c) is allegedfor thefollowing reason:Evidenceof open
burning of wastewas observedat the site during this inspection.

#3 Pursuantto Section2 1(a) oftheAct, nopersonshallcauseorallow theopendumping
ofanywaste.

A violation ofSection2 1(a) is allegedfor thefollowing reason:evidence•ofopen
dumping of wasteincluding furniture, insulation, scrapwood (dimensional
lumber), paper and plastics were observedduring the inspection.

#4 Pursuantto Section21(d)(1)of theAct, no personshallconductanywaste-storage,
waste-treatment,orwaste-disposaloperationwithout apermitgrantedby theAgency.

A violation of Section21(d)(l) is allegedfor thefollowing reason:wastedisposal
and/or storageoperation wasconductedwithout a permit granted by the Agency.
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#5 Pursuantto Section2l(d)(2) oftheAct, no personshallconductanywaste-storage,
Waste-treatment,orwaste-disposaloperationin violation ofregulationsadoptedby the
Illinois Pollution ControlBoard.

No personshall causeor allow the open
dumpingofanywastein amannerwhich resultsin openburningatthedump site.

A violation ofSection21(p)(3) is allegedfor thefollowing reason: Evidenceof open
dumping ofwastes resulting in openburning wasobservedduring the inspection
of this site.

#9 Pursuantto Section 21(p)(7) of the Act. No personshall causeor allow the open
dumping of any waste in a mannerwhich results in the deposition of general
constructionordemolitiondebris;or cleanconstructionordemolitiondebris.

A violation of Section21(j,)(7) is allegedfor thefollowing reason: Evidenceof open
dumping and/or storage of wastes resulting in the deposition of general
demolition debris was observedduring the inspection of this site.
