Today
is February 22nd, 2005. It is about 10:30
a.m. We are at the James R. Thompson Center,
100 West Randolph Street.

Present with me today from the board
is Board Member Tom Johnson, Board Member
Tanner Girard, Anand Rao and Alisa Liu from
our technical staff.

This is, as | said, R05-11 in the
matter of amendments to 35 Illinois
Administrative Code 205, Emissions Reduction
Market System, and 35 Illinois Administrative
Code 211.

First, I want to introduce Board
Member Johnson. He is the board member who
is shepherding this rulemaking process.

Do you have any comments you would
like to make at this point?

MR. JOHNSON: No.

MR. KNITTLE: Okay. I am not going
to go over the procedural background or any
of that information. We did that at the last

hearing, at which there were no members of
the public present. | want to note for the
record that there are no members of the
public present here. If they were here,

So at this point, I am going to turn
it over to the petitioner, the Agency, and
ask Mr. Matoesian to introduce himself and
his witness.

My name is Charles Matoesian. | am an
attorney for the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency. At this point we have no
further comments concerning the ERMS
rulemaking. And we will stand on the record
at this point. That is all.
