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DearLadiesandGentlemen:

I amwriting to provideSouthwestOil’s commentson anyproposedregulatorychangespursuantto 35 III.
Adm. Code807 or 739, that may affect oil recyclersoperatingin theStateof Illinois. Our company’s
principalconcernsaretwofold:

1. Usedoil recyclersshould not be subject to any regulatory or permit requirementsthat are more
stringentthanthefederalrequirementssetforth in 40 CFRPart279. It is our understandingthat Part
739 requiresthat Illinois’ usedoil regulationsmust be “identical in substance”to the federal
requirements.This makesexcellentsensebecausethe federalusedoil managementstandardswork
well, is enforceable,andencourageslegitimatemethodsofusedoil recycling. As you know,thevast
majority ofstateshaveoptedPart279with very minorchangesornoneatall.

2. It is imperativethat Illinois regulationsnot placeburdenon Illinois basedtransportersandrecyclers
than theirout of statecompetitors. Specifically, if a recycler in anotherstateis allowedto pick up
usedoil in Illinois without a manifestor specialpermit conditionsand restrictions, it is unfair to
impose those requirementson a recycler operatingout of a facility in Illinois. Also, many
transportersandrecyclersin Illinois usecommercialleasedstoragefor oil transferfacilities or EPA
on-specificationoil storage. Those types of facilities will not subjectthemselvesto permitting
requirements. Where will Illinois transportersand recyclersstoretheir oil then? Becausethose
requirementsimposesignificantpaperworkandcostburdens,theout-of-staterecyclerenjoysa major
competitiveadvantage. What useful purposecould be servedby this kind of discrimination? in
addition, it is alsoimperativethat Illinois burnersof EPA on specificationfuel NOT be requiredto
obtain permittingor they will simply switch backto virgin fueL Wherewill theoil going to these
burnersgo for recyclingif theyarenot willing to burnit? This would becomeanalarmingissuefor
Illinois, sincethis is agoodportionofall theoil in thestate.

Thereareotherimportantissuesconcerningtherequirementsaffectingtheoil recyclersin Illinois. These
areaddressesin a letter to theBoard by theGeneralCounselof the nationalOil RecyclersAssociation
(“NORA”). SouthwestOil fully endorsesNORA’s comments.
