My name is Richard McGill
and 1 am the Hearing Officer for this
Identical-in-Substance rulemaking proceeding
docketed as R05-16 and captioned in the matter of
Exemptions From the Definition of VOM, USEPA
Amendments, July 1, 2004 through December 31, 2004.

Briefly, by way of background, this
rulemaking is designed to update the definition of
volatile organic material, or VOM, and the Board"s
air pollution regulations. The update is required
by Section 9.1(e) of the Environmental Protection
Act to ensure lllinois® regulations reflect the
United States" Environmental Protection Agency®s
most recent exemption of chemical compounds from
regulation as ozone precursors due to negligible
photochemical reactivity.

The Board issued an opinion and order
on March 3rd, 2005, as a proposal for public
comment. Notice of this rulemaking proposal
appeared in the Illinois Register on March 18th,
2005. Unless ordered otherwise, the 45-day public

comment period will end on May 2nd, 2005.
