JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That Doug and Theresa Christison (“Respondents”) are the present owners and

operators of a facility located in and being a part of the Southwest Quarterof Section 24, said tract

also being a part of Lots 12 and 13 of the Assessors Subdivision of the Southwest Quarter of said

Section 24, in Township 4 South, Range 6 West of the Fourth Prinicipal Meridan, in the City of

Barry, Pike County, Illinois. The property is commonly known to the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency as Barry/Christison.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 1490055022.

3. That Respondents have owned and operated said facility at all times pertinent hereto.



4. That on September 1, 2004, Michelle E. Cozadd of the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency’s Springfield Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of

the inspection report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part

hereof.

VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Michelle Cozadd during the course of her

September 1, 2004 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency has determined that Respondents have violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act

(hereinafter, the “Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(l)

(2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondents are

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1 .500.00). If

Respondents elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than November 15, 2004, unless otherwise

provided by order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.

IfRespondents elect to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondents shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental
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Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act,415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondents fail

to petition orelect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondents shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty and/or hearing costs are notpaid within the time prescribed by order of the

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondents from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondents in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondents have the right to contestthis Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondents elect to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondents shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondents.

Thepurposeofthis memorandumis to serveasthenarrativefor a re-inspectionoftheabove
referencedsiteconductedon September1, 2004. An initial compliantinvestigationwas
conductedat this siteon July 11, 2002. A July 22, 2002OpenDump AdministrativeCitation
WarningNotice(“ACWN”) wasissuedfor apparentviolationsofopendumpingandopen
burning. No responseto theACWN hasbeenreceivedbytheIllinois EPA. Re-inspectionswere
conductedonNovember6, 2002 andNovember15, 2002. A November 19, 2002letter from the
Illinois EPA grantedasecondopportunityfor theChristisonsto bring thesite into complianceby
January1, 2003.

TheSeptember1, 2004re-inspectionwasconductedfrom approximately12:40pm to 1:05pm
with twelvedigital photographstaken. Weatherwaspartlysunnywith an air temperatureof
about80°F.I wasaccompaniedby Mr. PaulEisenbrandt,DLPCIFOS. No one wasinterviewed
duringthere-inspection.

Thereappearedto havebeenno significantchangein theconditionof thesitesincetheprevious
November15, 2002re-inspection.No additional opendumpingor openburningcircumstances
wereapparentduring theSeptember1, 2004.re-inspection.Theattachedphotos#001 and#002
showtheopendumpedwastelocatedsoutheastoftheravine. Thewastematerialsin this area
includeplasticbuckets,ametalfuel tank,tenusedtires,blackdrainagetile, scrapmetal,a fender,
ametal dragscreen,railroadties, steelcable,PVCpipe, atelephonepoleandmiscellaneous
debris. A Fordpickuptruck andariding Iawnmowerareshownin theattachedphoto#003.
Usedtireswereobservedin thebedofthepickuptruck. S

Thesouthendoftheravineis shownin theattachedphotos#004and#006. Thedebrisin this
areaincludedlandscapewaste,ashes,andarustedlawnmower. Wastematerialswerealso
observedin theravineincludingbicycles,carpeting,plasticbuckets,an emptymetalburnbarrel,
amowerdeckfor ariding lawnmower,two pushmowers,landscapewaste,damaged
dimensionallumber,sectionsof gutter,metalwire, asteelmattressframe,steelfenceposts,scrap
metalandmiscellaneousdebris. Theovergrowthofvegetationpreventedathoroughinspection
ofthe ravine.



A pile of damageddimensionallumberandapile ofdrywall wereobservednortheastofthesouth
endoftheravine(seeattachedphoto #005).

The area northeast of the damaged lumber and drywall was inspected next. Wastematerials were
observed scattered in this areaas shownin theattachedphotos#007through#011. The waste
materials included a blueplasticpool liner, bicycles,cinderblock, anold woodendoor,damaged
dimensional lumber, gutter downspouts, plastic buckets, used tires, a small white wickershelf,a
babystroller,arockinghorseframe,agreenturtle sandbox,metalsheeting,a dishwasher,air
conditioners, a furnace, broken glass, a sit-n-spin child’s toy, domicile waste, aboat,a boat
trailer, scrapmetal andmiscellaneousdebris.

An additional used tire was observed walking back to the state vehicle as shown in the attached
photo#012.
