ForitsBrief, the Illinois EPAstatesas

follows:

1. OnDecember10, 2004the Petitioner,PAUL JOHNSON,INC. (“P11”) filed its Petition

for WaterWell SetbackException(“Petition”) with theBoardfor its former truckingleasingand

repairfacility (“Facility”) in Waterman,DeKaibCounty, Illinois. Thewaterwell setback

exceptionis soughtby PiTto enableit to utilize direct-pushbioremediationtechniquesto

remediateareleaseof petroleumhydrocarbonsto thegroundatthe Facility.

2. OnJanuary27, 2005 theIllinois EPAfiled its Responseto Petitioner’sPetition for

CommunityWell SetbackException(“Response”),pursuantto 35 111. Adm.Code 106.306(a).In

its Response,the Illinois EPArecommendedthatthe Boardgrant the exception,subjectto three

conditions:



a). The dataprovidedby PJIto theIllinois EPAsubsequentto the filing of its Petition

demonstratingthe effectivenessofthe directpushbioremediationtechniquebe entered

into therecordof thisproceedingandmadeavailableto theBoardandotherconcerned

partiesfor reviewpriorto the Board’sfinal orderin thismatter;

b). ThedataprovidedbyPJIto the Illinois EPAsubsequent-tothefiling of its Petition

addressingthe environmentalimpactlhazardto the potablewatersupplywell of the

directpushbioremediationtechniquebeenteredinto therecordof thisproceedingand

madeavailableto the Boardandotherconcernedpartiesfor reviewpriorto the

Board’sfinal orderin this matter;and

c). TheBoardordersPJIto continuegroundwaterremediationeffortsfor petroleum

hydrocarbonsfor aminimumoftwo (2) consecutivequarterswith no exceedenceof a

ClassI: PotableResourceGroundwaterstandard(35 Ill. Adm.Code620.410)or an

applicableremedialobjectivepursuantto 35 Ill. Adm.Code742, before

bioremediationisconsideredcomplete.

3. During thehearingin thismatterheldon March 8, 2005,PJI introducedinto thehearing

recordtheinformationconcerningtheeffectivenessofthe directpushbioremediationtechnique,

as well asthe informationconcerningthe environmentalimpact/hazardto thepotablewater

supplywell from thedirectpushbioremediationtechnique,thatwassuppliedto theIllinois EPA

subsequentto the filing of its Petition. Thatinformationwasultimatelyadmittedinto therecord

asevidence.(Tr. pg. 61)

4. During closingargumentsatthehearing,counselfor PJInotedfor therecordthatPSI

did not objectto the conditionthat it continueits proposedremediationof petroleum

hydrocarbonsfor aminimumof two (2) consecutivequarterswith no exceedence-ofa-ClassI:-

PotableResourceGroundwaterstandard(35 fll. Adm. Code620.410)or anapplicableremedial

objectivepursuantto 35 Ill. Adm.Code742, beforebioremediationmaybeconsideredcomplete..

Code742, after

whichbioremediationeffortsmaybe consideredcomplete. TheIllinois EPAnotesthatthe

informationregardingtheproposedbioremediationplanthe Illinois EPArequestedof PIT

subsequentto its filing of its Petitionwas ultimatelyenteredinto therecordatthehearingas

evidence.
