JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That Richard Groff (“Respondent’) is the present owner of a facility located at 23493

Sebree Road, Canton, Fulton County, Illinois. The property is commonly known to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency as Groff PrOperty.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 0570250002.

3. That Respondent has owned and operated said facflity-at all-times pertinenthereto.

4. That on July 19, 2004, R. Eugene Figge of the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Peoria Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of his inspection

report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part hereof.



VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by R. Eugene Figge during the course of his July 19,

2004 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has

determined that Respondenthas violated t~eIllinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the

“Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2002).

(2) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in open burning, a violation of Section 21(p)(3) of the Act, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(3) (2002).

(3) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner that

resulted in the proliferation of disease vectors, a violation of Section 21(p)(5) of the

Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(5) (2002).

(4) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in deposition of general construction or demolition debris or clean

construction ordemolition debris, a violation of Section 21(p)(7) of theAct, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(7) (2002).
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CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondent is

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of Six Thousand Dollars ($6,000.00). If Respondent elects not

to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty specified aboveshalibe due

and payable no later than September 30, 2004, unless otherwise provided by order of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board.

IfRespondent elects to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatory hearing,

Respondentshall be assessed the associated hearir~gcostsincu~rredbytheillinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuantto Section 31.1(d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(d)(1) (2002), if Respondentfails

to petition orelects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, lO2lNorth Grand Avenue East, P.O.. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondent shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form tc~ensure proper documentation of payment.
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If any civil penaltyand/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed byorderof the

illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondent from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondent in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs~plus any interest

accrued.

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondent elects to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondent shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed-within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondent. -

OnJuly 19, 2004areinspectionwasconductedfrom 10:45a.m.until 11:30a.m.at theGroff
Propertyby R. EugeneFigge(this author)ofDLPC/FOS- Peoria. Theusedtirenotification
form hasbeensubmitted. Theannualfeehasbeenpaid. In aresponseto anACWN Mr. Groff
statedhewasgoinginto theusedtire disposalbusiness.In this responseMr. Groffwent on to
statethat heplannedon usingalaserbeamto blow up tires. This is thesameiiiformation that
wassubmittedwith theusedtirenotification form afterMr. GroffhadreceivedtheACWN.

A truckwasobservedon thepropertythathadbeenusedto transportusedtiresto theKnox
CountyTire Collection. Thetruckis verydistinctivebecauseofawire spoolthathasbeen
weldedto thesideofthebed,asshownin photographs4 and 11. In atelephoneconversation
Mr. Groffadmittedto transportingtiresto thecountycollection,butstatedthatthesetireshad
beendumpedon his propertywithout permission.Theauthorpointedout thathehadpreviously
statedthathewasstartingatiredisposalbusinessandhadbeentold to notdisposeofusedtires
atAgencysponsoredcollections. Mr. Groffs responsewasthat hehadacceptedafew tires in
trade,butmosthadbeendumpedon him. He still plannedto go into thetire disposalbusiness,
butbecauseoffailing healthhejustneededmoretime to cleanuphis property.

Most oftheusedtireshadbeenremovedfrom theareawheretheyhadpreviouslybeen
accumulated,asshownin photographs9 and10. A newaccumulationofusedtireswas located
at thefront of theproperty,asshownin photographs1 and2. Thetiresthat arenowlocatedat
thefront of thepropertyaremostlyon therim, asshownin photographs5 and6.

Onetractortirewasnotmountedon therim andwasholdingwater,asshownin photograph6.
A mosquitosamplewascollectedfrom insidethis tire; Larvaecollectedfrom thetire were
identifiedasbeingoftheOchlerotatusgenus.Ochierotatusis capableof transmittingWestNile
Virus andis the primarycarrierofLa Crosseencephalitis.Theauthortreatedthetire with 5%
AbateTire Treatment.This will aid in the control ofmosquitobreedingfor approximately30
days.

An opendumpcontaininggeneralrefuse,demolitionwaste andopenburning,wasobservedon
anotherpartoftheproperty. Photographs 14 through16 showtheopendump. Demolition waste
had been burnedin anareanearthreeempty55-gallondrums,asshownin photograph13.
