JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act ,415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That Respondent, Knox County Landfill Committee, is the permitted owner and

operator of Knox County Landfill #3, a facility located in rural Knox County, near Wataga, Illinois.

2. That Respondent, Greg Ingle, is the Certified Operator of the above-referenced

facility.

3. That said facility is operated as a sanitary landfill, operating under Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency Permit No. 1994-1 05-LFM, and is designated with Site Code No.

.0958160003. The facility is commonly known to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as

Knox County Landfill #3.

5. That Respondents have owned and/or operated said facility at all times pertinent

hereto. .
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6. That on January21, 2005, Jeff Port of the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency’s

Peoria Regional Office inspected the above-referenced facility. A copy of his inspection report

setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part hereof..

VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Jeff Port during the course of his January 21, 2005

inspection of the above-referenced facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has

deterrilined that Respondents violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the

“Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondents cc~nducteda sanitary landfill in a maririerwhkliresulted:Fnijncovered

refuse remaining from any previous operating day or:at the conclusion of any operating

day, a violation of Section 21 (o)(5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21 (o)(5) (2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4) (2002), Respondents are

subject to a civil penalty of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each of the violations identified

above, for a total of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00). If Respondents elect not to petition the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty specified above shall be due:and:pay~b!e:noiater

than April 15, 2005, unless otherwise provided by order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.

If Respondents elect to contest this Administrative Citation~bypetitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as afleged herein, afteran adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondents shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental
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Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the statutory civil penalty.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondents fail

to petition or elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and a finding of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondents’ check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondents shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty and/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed by order of

the Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondents from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondents in Circuit Court to collect saidpenaIty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.

within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of thisAdministrative Citation orthe Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondents.

Narrative

On January21, 2005, I (Jeff Port) performeda Solid WasteLandfill Inspectionat the Knox
CountyLandfill #3 locatedin rural KnOx County,nearWataga. Thefacility is an 814 SubpartC
landfill with authorization underPermit #1994-105-LFMissuedon September29, 1994.. The
mostrecentmodification,#21 wasissuedonDecember23,2004.

I.arrivedat the site at 5:38 AM. The entrancegateto the facility was locked. PhotographP1
showsthelockedgate. At approximately7:35 one ofthe facility’s employeesopenedthe exit
gate.I spokewith him briefly andhe toldmewastewasbeingdepositedin thenew cell. I then
proceededto the new cell. PhotographsP2 throughP11 were takenin the new cell. These
photographsshowuncoveredrefusefrom a previousoperatingday. PhotographP12 showsthe
eastedgeofthesite lookingtowardthesouth. PhotographP13showsthe eastsideofthe landfill
lookingtowardthesouthwest. PhotographP14showstheeastsideofthe landfill lookingtoward
thewest. PhotographsP15andP16weretakenat thesoutheastcornerofthelandfill. Theshow
thesite lookingtowardthe northwestandwestrespectively.PhotographsP17throughP19were
takenat the top of Cells 1/2. Theyshowthe site looking towardthewest,northwest,andnorth
respectively.PhotographP20wastakenatthe bottomcenterofCells 1/2. It showsthesouthern
slope of this area. PhotographP21 shows the southernslope looking toward the northeast.
PhotographP22 showsthe southernslopeof Cell 3 lookingtoward thenorth. PhotographsP23
throughP25weretakenat thesouthwestcornerofCell 3. Theyshowthesite lookingtowardthe
northeast,northeast,andnorth respectively. PhotographP26 showsthewesternslopeof Cells
5/6 looking toward the east. PhotographsP27 and P28 were takenon the top of Cells 5/6
looking toward the eastand south. PhotographsP29andP30were takenat the north.slopeof
Cells 5/6 they showthe site looking toward the southeastand east. PhotographsP31 through
P33 weretakenon thetop of Cells4/5. Theyshowthesite looking towardsoutheast,south,and
west. PhotographsP34 andP35weretakenon thetop of Cell 3. Theyshowthe site looking
towardthenorth andnortheast.PhotographsP36andP37 weretakenfrom the top of Cells5/6.
Theyshowthesite lookingtowardthenorth andnortheast.

After photographingthe site, I went to the office were I reviewedfacility records. I examined
theloadchecks,andcoverreports. Theseitemsappearedto be in order. After furtherdiscussion
with Mr. Ingle,I leftthe siteat 8:50AM.

Photographlocationsaredepictedon the accompanyingsitemap. Baseduponthis inspection,
the following violations were found to be continuing and are indicated on the accompany
checklist.

1. Pursuantto Section21(d)(1)of the {Illinois} EnvironmentalProtectionAct’ (415 ILCS
5/21(d)(1)), no personshall conduct any waste-storage,waste-tEeatment,or waste-
disposal operation without ~ permit grantedby the Agency or in violation of any
conditionsimposedby suchpermit.
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A violation of Section21(d)(1) is allegedfor the following reasons: Knox County as~
owner and operator ofKnox County Landfill #3 failed to comply with the following
conditions of Permit Number 1994-105-LFM.

II. Operating Conditions

2~ The operator of this solid waste facility shall not conduct the operation in a
manner which results in any of the following.

e. Uncovered refuse remaining from any previous operating day or at
theconclusionof any operating day,unlessauthorized by permit;

2. Pursuant to Section 21(d)(2) of the {Illinois} EnvironmentalProtectionAct (415 ILCS
5/21(d)(2)), no person shall conduct any waste-storage, waste-treatment, or waste-
disposal operation in violation of any regulations or standards adopted by the Board
under this Act.

A violation of Section 21(d)(2) is alleged for the following reason: Knox County, as
owner and operator of Knox County Landifil #3, conducted a waste-disposal
operation in violation of Section811.106(a)oftheRegulations.

3. Pursuant to Section.21(e) of the {Illinois} Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS
5/21(e)),no person shall dispose, treat, store or abandon any waste, or transport any
waste into this Statefor disposal, treatment, storage or abandonment,exceptat a site or
facility which meets the requirements of this Act and of regulations and standards
thereunder.

A violation of Section 21(e) of the {Illinois} Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS
5/21(e))is alleged for the following reason: Knox County, as owner and. operator of
Knox County Landfill #3, conducted a waste-disposaloperation in violation of
Sections 21(d)(1), 21(d)(2), 21(e), and 21(o)(5) of the Act and Section 811.106(a)of
theRegulations.

4. Pursuant to Section 21(o)(5)of the {Illinois} Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS
5/21(o)(5)),no person’ shall conduct a sanitary landfill operation which is ‘required to
have a permit under subsection(d)ofthis Sectionin a mannerwhich results in uncovered
refuse remaining from any previous operating day or at the conclusionof any operating
day,unlessauthorized by permit.

A violation of Section21(o)(5)ofthô {Illinois} Environmental Protection Act (415ILCS
5/21(o)(5))is alleged for the following reason: Knox County, as owner and operator
ofKnox County Landfill #3, failed to provide daily coverto thesite.
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5. Pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 811.106(a),a uniform layer of at least0.15 meter(six
inches)ofcleansoil materialshallbeplacedonall exposedwasteby theendofeachday
of operation.

A violation of 35 Ill. Adm. Code 811.106(a)is alleged‘for the following reason: Knox
County, as owner and operator of Knox County Landfill #3, failed to provide daily
coverto the site.
