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Petition for Review/Appealto contestsiting of WasteTransfer Station
in Batavia, II.

We, theBataviaresidents,includingaCitizenAdvisoryCommitteemember,
believemanyoftherecommendationsandcounselfor theninecriteriaandthe
circumstancesin whichtheWasteTransferStationwashandledandapprovedby theCity
ofBataviaarein conflict of interest,one-sidedandbiased.

Illinois lawputstheresponsibilityofapprovalfor sitingaWasteTransferStation
underthelocal government.It appearsthattheCity ofBataviahasmetits responsibility
in the sitingprocess.Indeedtheyhandledthepublic,theelectedaldermen,theCitizens
AdvisoryCommitteeandthe independentstudiesin awell-orchestratedmanner. The
local governmentofBatavianeededto approvethesiting. Theywerethedeveloperby
initiating theideaandfeasibility oftheWasteTransferStation. In reality, thoughnot
officially, thecity wasalsotheapplicantfor theprojectbybeingopento theinvitationof
independentwastecompanies.In thesepositionstheobjectivityofthecity ofBataviais
extremelyquestionable.

As evidencedbythe intergovernmentalagreementwith KaneCounty(See
attachedagreement),thegoverningandadministrativebodiesoftheCity ofBataviahave
beenin favorof aWasteTransferStationfrom thebeginning. Theyonlyneededto
danglethatdesireandwait for thebestoffer from awastecompany.ONYX will give
$500,000to Bataviaannuallyto operatehere. An approvalfrom thelocal government
wasnevertheissue. Meetingthenotificationrequirementsofthestatelaw wastheir only
challenge.

The public wasmadeawareoftheWasteTransferStationin theSummer2002
issueofBatavia’snewsletterCurrents,whichis publishedfourtimesayear. This article
informedresidentsthat theCity ofBataviawaslooking into purchasingpropertyfor a
WasteTransferStation. Thearticle alsodescribedthe formationofaCitizensAdvisory
Committeeto investigatethe feasibility ofsuchaproposal. The informationin thearticle



leadthereader/citizento believethatthisprojectwasin. theearlystagesofconsideration
for handlingandcontrollingBatavia’sgarbageneeds.(Seeattachedcopy)

NeveragainwasthenewsletterCurrentsusedto updateresidentson theWaste
TransferStationprogress.EvenwhentheCurrentsSummer2003 issuetoldBataviathat
ONYX wasournewgarbagecompany,no mentionwasmadeof theproposedWaste
TransferStation.

Thepublic was“notified” via local newspaperarticlesappearingin March,June
(KaneCountyChronicle)andJuly2003 (TheSun).Not until sixmonthslateron
February20, 2004,(KaneCountyChronicle)wastheCity ofBatavia’sofficial Legal
NoticeofPublicHearingon Requestfor NewPollutionControlFacility Siting made
public. The Currentsspringissuecomesoutby March

1
st but thestatusoftie Waste

TransferStation wasnevermentionedin thatpublication.

Thehandfulofresidentsthatwereawareofthissituationhadnotbeenallowedto
discussit with theirAldermanoranyoneat City Hall. Onthelimited communicationthe
City ofBataviahadwith thegeneralpublic, thelast notedirectedanyquestionsto Randy
Recklaus(AssistantCity Administrator). However,he really wasnotat liberty to answer
questionsanyway.(SeeRecklausresponselettersto SteveJohnsonandMr. And Mrs.
Voreis)

Theso-calledpublichearingswerejust anoutlet to let theveryfewpeoplewho
knewaboutthe proposalto soundoff. It wasobviousto anyonewho attendedorwatched
thehearingsthat thiswasa“done-deal.” It gaveresidentsa “How canwefight City
Hall?” hopelessattitude.All comments,concernsandquestionshadto be in writtenform
by May 17th, 2004 to be includedaspart ofthepublic hearing. In thecopiesofwritten
commentsfiled andcompiledwith theCity Clerk,only five from individualresidents
weredatedbeforeMay2004,showingtherestwereanurgent11th houroutcry.

At this latedateis whenmanyofusbecameawareoftheWasteTransferStation
andsomeofthedetails.It wasamajor surprisethattheCity ofBataviaandOnyxhad
beenworkingon thisfor so long andhadcomethisfar withoutourknowledge.It also
becameadifferentissuebeingin thehandsof Onyx andnottheCity ofBataviaas we
wereleadto believein the2002Currents. Onyxis a business.A businessnot corporately
basedin thearea.Otherthanpicking up ourgarbage, Onyxhas little interestin thewell-
beingofBatavia.Theyareinterestedin makinga profit, profitsthatnowcomesfrom
municipal customersin 5 Counties.Garbagebroughtfrom 5 Countiesto ourCity. This is
avery differentpropositionthanoriginally outlinedin 2002 to all Bataviaresidents.

Hardlyanyonewas“independent”in this matter.Mostpeopleinvolvedwith input
on theWasteTransferStationwerepaidoremployedby ONYX ortheCity ofBatavia.
This seemsto makethewholeapprovalprocessaconflict of interest. On June7, 2004,
it cameasno surprisethattheCity Council approvedtheWasteTransferStationSiting.
At thatmeeting,theCity Council statedthatthis processhasbeengoingon since1999.



CouncilmanJimVolk alsostatedthattheCity ofBataviahasbeen“openand
transparent”throughoutthewholeprocess.

During this“open”process,agreements,applications,etc.wereavailablefor
public viewing. Unfortunately,unlesssomeonewasactivelyandspecificallylooking for
it, all that informationwasjustoutthere.Information beingmadeavailableand
informationbeingpublicizedarecompletelydifferent. This“transparent”processleftthe
Bataviacommunityin thedark.With properandmore directnotificationofinformation,
the decision-makingmight nothavebeenso one-sided.

Bataviansrecognizethat garbageis areality andappropriateprovisionsmustbe
madeto dealwith it in a responsibleway. We also knowthis canbeaccomplishedin a
forthrightmanner. The localgovernmentofBataviafulfilled theletterofthe lawbut
sadly,it didnot honorthespirit ofthelawwhentheykeptthepublic basically
uninformedaboutthis importantissue. We sincerelybelievethatthe“fundamental
fairness’hasbeenseriouslyviolatedin theCity ofBatavia.

ConcernedcitizensofBataviaarerequestingan appealto theWasteTransfer
StationSiting approval.Whenthis appealis granted,we arereadyto further addressand
contesttheninecriteriaONYX wasto fulfill. Yourcloseattentionandconsiderationin
this matteraregreatlyappreciated.

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Feasibility ofSolid Waste Transfer StationStudied By City

The City has been examining the feasibihty and desirability of siting a Solid Waste Transfer Station in a far east
side industrial park. The City has an option to acquire a parcel close to Kirk Road and Fabyan Parkway for this
purpose. A Waste Transfer Station is a facility that provides for the transfer of municipal garbage from common
“garbage trucks” to large “transfer trucks” which then transport it to the nearest landfiU. With the anticipated clos-
ing of the Settler’s Hill landfill in Geneva in 2006, and the closing of other landfills in the Chicagoland area over
the next few years, the need for transfer stations in our area will
increase. The siting of a Waste Transfer Station in Batavia could
be a way for the City to retain a degree of control over garbage
sticker costs for residents, while generating additional revenues.

The City has obtained a $100,000 grant from Kane County to hire a
consultant to look at the feasibility of a Waste Transfer Station in
Batavia. In addition, a Citizens’ Advisory Committee was formed
in January to advise the~City Council on the desirability of such
facility in our community. The Committee members have re-
ceived tours of existing Waste Transfer Stations in the metro
area and have had the opportunity” to speak with, and ask questions
to the operators of those facilities. In addition, the Committee has
had City’s Solid Waste Transfer Consultants, and City Staff at their disposal to gather information and answer
their questions relating to this issue. They are currently in the process of writing a report to the City Council that
discusses the issues and concerns they feel ought to be addressed before a decision to move forward with this
project is made. The meeting minutes of the Citizen’s Advisory Committee, as well as their final report will be
available at www.cityofbatavia.net, as they are completed. There will be additional opportunities for citizens to
give input on this project at different steps in the process.

4. Did Mr. Hamilton,the traffic consultanthiredby ONYX, considerthe increasedtraffic
thatwe will soonbe experiencingwith theoutletmall at188 andFarnsworthandthe
possiblewaterparkin St. Charles?He seemedto be talkingabouttraffic onlyon the
areanearthe transferstationand ignoringthe “big picture.”

5. What impactwill this increasedtruck traffic haveon the longevityof the roads,
especiallyKirk. and Fabyan? We assumeit is we, thetaxpayers,who will bearthecost
ofthe increasedroad maintenanceand repairs.
