JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002). -

FACTS

1. That Michael E. Boone (“Respondent”) is the present owner of a facility located

approximately 1.3 miles south of the Village of Bath, on the east side of Illinois Route 78 in Mason

County, Illinois. The property is commonly known to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as

Bath Twp./Boone.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site CodeNo. 1258015002.

3. That Respondent has owned said facility at all times pertinent hereto.

4. That on May 18, 2004, Charlie King of the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency’s

Springfield Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of his inspection report

setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part hereof.



VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Charlie King during the course of his May 18, 2004

inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has determined

that Respondent has violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the “Ad’) as

follows:

(1) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/2l(p)(l)

(2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondent is

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00). If

Respondent elects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than July 30, 2004 unless otherwise provided by

order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.

IfRespondentelects to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondent shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.
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Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondentfails

to petition orelects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for reviewof thisAdministrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondent shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penaltyand/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed by order of the

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondent from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondent in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondent has the right to contest this Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondent elects to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondent shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondent. -

NARRATIVE RE-INSPECTION REPORT DOCUMENT

Thepurposeofthismemorandumis to serveastheNarrativeRe-inspectionReport
Documentofare-inspectionconductedatthesubjectsiteon May 18,2004~from
approximately12:45 p.m. until 1:00 p.m.,by this author. Theinspectionwasconducted
asaresultofacomplaintreceivedattheDLPC/FOS— SpringfieldRegionalOffice. The
sitewasoriginally inspectedon February17, 2004,basedon a complaintthat was
receivedat theDLPC/FOSSpringfieldRegionalOffice. Thatcomplainantallegedthat
almostthe entiregroundthatcomprisedthepropertyat thesitesurroundingadouble-
widemobilehome,wascoveredin assortedwastes,includingjunk vehicles,lawn
mowers,metals,wood,plastics,generalhouseholdrefuse,someburned,usedtires,
concreteblocks,ajunkmotorcycle,toys andotherwastes.Theoriginal inspection
substantiatedthecomplaintand an AdministrativeCitationWarningNotice(ACWN)
datedMarch 8, 2004, wasissued. TheACWN wassentCertifiedMail andwassigned
for by respondentMichaelBooneonMarch 10, 2004. TheACWN clearlystatesthata
requiredresponsewithin 15 calendardaysof thedateofthenotice.mustbe submittedto
theIllinois EPA by therespondent.Thatresponsewasdueon March23, 2004.
However,no responsewasreceived.TheACWN also outlinedthenecessarycorrective
actionfor cleanupof thesiteandprovidedadeadlineofMay 15, 2004forthatto be
completed.TheACWN also requiredtherespondentto submitcopiesofreceiptsand/or
manifeststhat documenttheproperdisposalorrecyclingofwastesbyMay 20, 2004.
Again, no submittalwasreceived. There-inspectionshowswhat appearsto be almost
halfasmuchwasteson thegroundatthesite thanwasnotedon February17, 2004,but
thereis still approximately100 cu. yds.of wastesthere. However,mostofthesite’was
coveredin snowduringtheFebruary17, 2004inspection,sosomeofwhatwasperceived
at thattime to bewastesin theyard,mayhavebeenothernon-wasteitemscoveredwith
snow. It shouldbenotedthat theopenburningareaobservedduringtheinitial site
inspectionwasnot observedduringthere-inspection.Therefore,apparentviolations
relativeto openburningwill notbeallegedbasedon there-inspection.



Thesiteis locatedapproximately1.3miles southof theVillage ofBath,on the eastside
of Illinois Route78. It is approximatelyahalf-mile southof TownshipRoad600 N. The
addressof thesiteis: 5457SR78,Bath, IL 62617. Legally andspecifically,thesite is
locatedasfollows: PartoftheNorthwestQuarteroftheSoutheastQuarterofSection31,
Township 20 North,Range9 WestoftheThird PrincipalMeridian,MasonCounty,
Illinois, moreparticularlydescribedasfollows: Commencingatan iron pin markingthe
SouthwestcorneroftheSoutheastQuarter,Township20 North,Range9 Westofthe
Third PrincipalMe.ridian; thenceNorthalongtheWestline oftheSoutheastQuarter
49.80feetto an iron pin locatedon theEasterlyright-of-way line ofIllinois Route78,
saidironpin beingtheactualpointofbeginning;thenceNorth0 degrees,02 minutes,07
secondsWest,alongsaidright —of-wayline, 170 feetto an iron pin; thenceNorth89
degrees,49 minutes,53 secondsEast,300 feetto aniron pin; thenceSouth0 degrees,02
minutes,07 secondsEast,170 feetto an iron pin; thenceSouth 89 degrees,49 minutes,
53 secondsWest,300.00feetto theactual point ofbeginning. Theabove-describedtract
contains1.17acres,moreor less. This is from the WarrantyDeed,Book 801, Pages177
and 178, recordedMay2, 2001. It wasobtainedat theMasonCountyCourthouse,
Havana,Illinois, Recorder’sOffice,and acopy is includedasa partofthis report.The
ownerofthesite is: MichaelEugeneBoone. Hisaddresswaspreviouslyprovided. He
hasno listed telephonenumber.

Uponarrivalat thesiteon thedayofthere-inspection,theweatherwasraining,with an
air temperatureofapproximately65°F. Windswerewesterlyat approximately10 mph.
Surfacesoil conditionswerewet andmuddy.

Duringthere-inspection,six photographsweretakenwith adigital camera.Theyshow
theconditionsofthesiteon thedayofthe inspection.From theinspectionandthe
photographs,andtheoriginal inspectionSiteSketch,apartiallycomputergenerated
sketchofthesitewasrevised. It showsthebasiclayoutofthe site, aswell asthe
approximatelocationsanddirectionsoftheinspectionphotos. Thedigital cameraassigns
three-digitnumbersto eachphotograph,i.e., 001, 002, etc. This is how thephotographs
arereferredto in this inspectionnarrativeandin theDigital Photographsthat accompany
thisnarrative. However,to savespaceon thesitesketch,realnumbershavebeenused,
i.e., 1, 2, etc. Copiesof theDigital Photographsandthe SiteSketc~haccompanythis
narrativeaspartofthisreport.

Uponarrival at thesiteonthe dayofthere-inspection,it wasstill obvious thatthesite
wasatleastpartiallyorup to one-halfcoveredwith wastes,shownin photographs001,
002, 003 and004. Two apparentlyjunkvans(a light blueFordEconolineandablack
with silver FordAreostar),andajunk Fordpick-uptruckwereobservedasshownwhole
or in partin photo#s001, 002, 003, 004, 005 and006.Numerousold riding andpush
powermowerswereaboutthesite. However,pilesofwood, andsporadicareasof
generalhouseholdrefuse,metals,plastics,cardboardandotherwasteswerein thearea.

Sinceit wasraining,mostofthere-inspectionphotosweretakenfrom Illinois Route78.
I observedwastesat thenorthwesternendof thesite, asshownin photo#as001 and006.
An apparentinoperableFordpick-uptruck is partiallyshownin photo#s001 and002.
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Two apparentlyinoperableFordvansandthewastesbetweenthetwo junk vansare
shownin photo#s003 and005. Thatareastill measuredapproximately12’ x 6’ x 2’
high. Othervisible wastesin that photoincludelawnmowers,concreteblocks,metals,
plasticsandwood. Wasteson thesouth sideofthemobilehomeareshownin photo#
004.

During the inspection,apparentviolationsoftheIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct
(Act) andtheregulations,Title 35, Illinois AdministrativeCode,SubtitleG (35 IAC)
wereobserved.Thoseapparentviolationsincludefrom theAct, Sections:21(a),21(d)(1),
21(d)(2),21(e),21@)(1) and55(a)(1). An observedapparentviolationoftheregulations,
35 IAC, wasSection: 812.101(a).TheOpenDump InspectionChecklistthat
accompaniesthis reportprovidesadditionalinformation.

OTHER COMMENTS

1. Nooneapproachedmeduringthere-inspection.

2. As mentioned,it doesnot appearthat thereis asmuchwasteatthesiteasthere
wasduringtheoriginal siteinspectionon February17,2004. Therewasan
estimated189 cu. yds.ofwastesatthesiteat that time. Ontheday~f there-
inspection,approximately100 cu. ydsofwasteswerestill observed.

3. As mentioned,dueto therain,mostofthephotostakenduringthere-inspection
Weretakenfrom thehighwayto thewestofthemobile home. Theformeropen
burnareawasnot observedduringthere-inspection,andtherefore,no apparent
violationsregardingopenburningwill be alleged.
