RECOMMENDATION

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (“Illinois EPA”) hereby files its
Recommendation pursuant to Section 125.204 of the regulations of the Ilinois Pollution
Control Board, 35 Ill. Adm. Code 125.204.

1. On December 28, 200:5, the Illinois EPA received a request from John and Ann
Beckman (log number TC-37-04, Exhibit A) for an Illinois EPA recommendation
regarding the tax certification of water pollution control facilities pursuant to 35
Ill.

200/11-5.

Based on the information in the application and the purpose of the facilitieé, it is
the Illinois EPA’s engineering judgment that the described facilities may be
considered “pollution control facilities,” pursua.nt.to 35 Il. Adm. Code
125.200(a), with the primary purpose of eliminating, preventing, or reducing
water pollution, or as otherwise provided in 35 Ill. Adm. Code 125.200, and are
eligible for tax certification from the Board.
