witten notice provided to the Board fromthe applicant
and the Agency within the initial appeal period.

As the Board maintains its files by docket number only, the
Board will reserve Docket PCB 96-89 for any appeal which nay be
filed by Glbert & Bennett. 1In the event that Gl bert & Bennett
fails to file an appeal on or before Decenber 27, 1995 (the 90th
day after Septenber 28, 1995), the Board will disnm ss the docket
as unnecessary. A $75.00 filing fee will, of course, be required
at such tine as Glbert & Bennett files such petition
