EPArespectfullysta~tesasfollows:

1. On February2, 2005, the Illinois EPA issueda final decisionto the Petitioner.

2. On March2, 2005,thePetitionermadea written requestto theIllinois EPA for an

extensionoftimeby which to file apetitionforreview,askingtheIllinois EPAjoinin requesting

thattheBoardextendthethirty-five dayperiodfor filing apetitionto ninetydays. ThePetitioner

did not representwhenthe final decisionwas received,though the earliestdate that service

wouldbecompletedwould beFebruary3, 2005. (Exhibit B)
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3. Theadditionaltime requestedby thepartiesmayeliminatetheneedfor a hearing

in this matteror, in thealternative,allow thepartiesto identify issuesandlimit thescopeofany

hearingthat maybenecessaryto resolvethismatter.

Dear Ms. Schroeder:

Pursuant to Section 40(a)(1) of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415
ILCS 5/40 (a)(1), and a 35 Ill. Adm. Code, Sec. 105.208, I am requesting that the
Pollution Control Board grant a 90-day extension of time to appeal the Agency’s
February 2, 2005 letter which applies a second deductible to our site referred to
as CC Food Mart-Pierron. I further request that the Agency give written notice to
the Board of this request for a 90- day extension of time to petition the Board for
a hearing. A copy of the Agency’s February 2, 2005 letter is attached.

The reason for this request is that, during the next 90 days, Clinton County Oil
intends to meet with Agency’s LUST Section to discussing the application of a
second deductible to the site and hopefully reach an agreement with the Agency
thereby eliminating the need for formal appeal and hearing.
