JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That James Stutsman (“Respondent”) is the present owner and operatorof a facility

located at 8443 County Road I100E, Bath, Mason County, Illinois. The property is commonly

known to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as Bath/Stutsman.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 1250055002.

3. That Respondent has owned and operated said facility at all times pertinent hereto.

4. That on April 1, 2005, Michelle E. Cozadd of the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Springfield Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of her

inspection report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part

hereof.



VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Michelle Cozadd during the course of her April 1.

2005 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has

determined that Respondent has violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the

“Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2002).

(2) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in deposition of general construction or demolition debris or clean

construction or demolition debris, a violation of Section 21 (p)(7) of the Act, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(7) (2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondent is

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, fora total of Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00). If Respondentelects

not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penaltyspecified above shall be

due and payable no later than June 15, 2005, unless otherwise provided by order of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board.

If Respondent elects to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatory hearing,

Respondent shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental
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Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1 ,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondent fails

to petition or elects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondent shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

Ifany civil penaltyand/or hearing costs are not paid within the time presthbed by order of the

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondent from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondent in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondent has the right to contest this Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondent elects to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondent shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondent.

Thepurposeofthis memorandumis to serveasthenarrativefor an inspectionconductedon
April 1, 2005oftheabovereferencedsite. Theinspectiontookplacefrom about9:25 amto
11:00am. Theweatherconditionswere sunnyandapproximately50°F.Eighty-onedigital
photographsweretakento documenttheconditionsof thesite. Noonewasinterviewedduring
the inspection.

An initial complaintinvestigationwasconductedatthis siteon July 9, 1999. An Administrative
CitationWarningNotice(“ACWN”) wassentto Mr. Stutsmanfor apparentopendumping
violations. The first compliancedeadlinewasset for December15, 1999. Mr. Stutsmancalled
on October12, 1999 to requestameetingat thesite. Mr. CharlieKing, DLPC/FOSandmyself
‘conductedanOctober14, 1999sitevisit to discussthecorrectiveactionneededto bring thesite
into compliance.A ConsensualTireRemovalAgreementform wassenton November15, 1999
to notify Mr. Stutsmanof theavailableassistanceto removetheusedtiresonceall theother
wastematerialsat thesiteweredisposedor recycledproperly. Mr. Stutsmancalledon December
9, 1999to requesta secondmeetingat thesite to evaluatetheprogressmadeatthesite. A re-
inspectionwasconductedonDecember20, 1999. During there-inspection,Mr. Stutsman
requestedatime extensionto completethecleanup.Thecleanupdeadlinewasextendedto April
1, 2000perhis request. -

I conducteda re-inspectionon October18, 2000wherecontinuingapparentviolationsofopen
dumpingwerenoted. A November8, 2000letterwassentto Mr. Stutsmanrequestinga written
responseto be submittedto theIllinois EPAno later thanNovember20, 2000. Thewritten
responsewasto containacleanupproposalincludingatimetablefor thecompletionof the
correctiveaction. Mr. Stutsmanresponsewasreceivedby facsimileon November16, 2000. The
responsestated“I will work on it asoftenaspossible.” A January4, 2001 letterwassentto Mr.
Stutsmanstatingthathis responsefailed to includeaplanandtimetableto bring thesiteinto
compliance.The letteraskedfor asecondsubmissionof acorrectionactionplanandtimetable
to be submittedby January20, 2001. Mr. Stutsmansubmitteda January11, 2001 facsimilethat
includeddetailsaboutsegregatingthe scrapmetal, tires,appliances,landscapewasteinto
separatepiles. Mr. StutsmanalsorequestedaMay 1, 2005 cleanupdeadline.
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A June17,2002re-inspectionwasconductedto evaluatetheprogressofthecleanupatthesite.
A July 23, 2002 letter from theIllinois EPA to Mr. Stutsmanstatedthat substantialprogressmust
be madeto disposeor recyclethewasteat thesiteprior to the next re-inspection.Mr. Stutsman
wasalso informedthat his January12, 2001 proposalto finish thecleanupbyMay 1,2005is not
acceptableif substantialprogresshasnot beenmade. Continuingopendumpingviolationswere
citedduring anAugust27, 2002re-inspection.TheSeptember17,2002 letter from theAgency
requesteda copyofMr. Stutsman’sSecretaryof State’ssalvagelicense. In addition,Mr.
Stutsmanwasto advisethe Illinois EPA whenhe completedcoveringtheusedtiresnot mounted
on rims andremovingthe lead-acidbatteriesfor recycling. TheIllinois EPA receivedno
responsefrom Mr. Stutsmanconcerningthis letter.

Uponarrival at thesiteonApril 1, 2005, I inspectedtheareanorthof themobile homeand
garageasshownin theattachedphotos#001 through#008. Theareacontained30+usedtires, a
wagonfull ofdamageddimensionallumber,metaltanks, 10+ abandonedvehicles,burnbarrels,
corrugatedmetalsheeting,aboat,tractors,propanetank, gascylinders,farm equipment,a trailer,
metalframes,scrapmetal andothermiscellaneousdebris. Thered truck in theattachedphoto
#004 is in thesamespotasobservedduringtheJuly 9, 1999 inspection.

Debris is alsolocatedalongthewesternedgeof thesandroadasshownin theattachedphotos
#009,#012, #016, #048,#049,#058 and#075. Thedebrisincludedusedtires, axles,scrap
metal,damageddimensionallumberandmiscellaneousdebris.

Theattachedphotos#010 and#011 showtheareain front of thegarage.Theareaincluded20+
usedtires,scrapmetalandthreetrucks. Additional 20+tiresandscrapmetalwereobserved
betweenthegarageandthehouseasshownin theattachedphoto#022.

Therearepathsthroughtheareasofwasteacrosstheentiresite. Theentranceto thepathto the
backyardis shownin theattachedphoto#0 13. A burntankwasobservedon thesouthsideof the
house(seeattachedphoto#018). The attachedphoto#017 is aclose-upofthecontentsof the
burntank. I observedfoodcontainers,plasticbags,metalcans,plasticjugs, amilk jug,
aluminumfoil, paper,damageddimensionallumberandpaperboardcontainerson top of charred
wasteandashesdowntowardthebottomofthetank. Theareasadjacentto thehouseon the
south andeastsidesareillustratedin theattached‘photos #019and#020,respectively.These
areascontainedusedtires,gascylinders,tractors,abluepickuptruck, equipment,andscrap
metal.

Theattachedphotos#023 through#030 illustratetheareain backofthegarage.This area
containedan abandonedyellow van,abusfull of damageddimensionallumber,usedtires,
buggies,golf carts,a low-boy,a camper,pilesofscrapmetal,3+tractors,5+ abandonedvehicles,
concreteblocksandmiscellaneouswastematerials.An overviewof theeasternedgeof thesite
is illustratedin theattachedphoto #031.

Theareasouthofthehouseandnorthwestof theRV shedis shownin theattachedphotos#014,
#015, #039through#041,#043through#045,and#047. Theattachedphotos#014and#015
showtheabandonedvehicles,usedtires,damageddimensionallumber, tow truck andscrap
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metalon thesouthside ofpathentranceto thebackyard. Thesoutheastcornerof this area
containstwo small sheds,usedtires, farmequipment,golf cartsandscrapmetal(seeattached
photos#039through#041). Theeasternedgeoftheareacontainedgolf carts,usedtires, scrap
metal,an abandonedbus,a largegreenmetalenclosedtrailer (seeattachedphotos#039,#043 &
#044). Theattachedphoto#045 showstelephonepoles,a tractor,5+ usedtires,carparts,bricks,
scrapmetalandmiscellaneousdebrison southernedgeofarea. A pile of50+usedtiresand
scrapmetalis locatedneartheintersectingcornerofthetwo small sheds.

Thelargeareaon theeasternedgeof thesiteto thenortheastoftheRV shedcontainedtwo
abandonedmobile homes,100+usedtires,awoodpalletof lead-acidbatteries,corrugatedmetal
sheeting,concreteblocks, 10+ tractors,a metaldrum full of insulatedwire, golf carts,aboat,
largemetalsheets,10+ abandonedvehicles,scrapmetalandmiscellaneouswastematerials.This
areais shownin theattachedphotos#021, #032through#038,and#042. Thetruck andmetal
cratesof aluminumcansin theattachedphoto#021 arein thesamespotasobservedin theJuly
9, 1999 inspection. I observedbrokencasingson someofthelead-acidbatteriesshownin the
attachedphoto#033. Scrapmetalandusedtireswereobservedin thebedsofsomeofthepickup
trucks.

Theattachedphoto#046showsthe front oftheabandonedmobilehomejust to thewestofthe
largeRV shed.Thetruck bodyin front ofmobilehomewasin samespotduring theJuly 9, 1999
inspection. A tow truck, an abandonedpickuptruck, scrapmetal andmiscellaneousdebriswere
observedon thewestsideofthemobile homeand RV shed.

A very largemetal tankwasobservedon thesouthsideoftheRV shed. Scrapmetal,abandoned
vehicles,golf carts,andmiscellaneouswastewereobservedon thesouthsideofthemetal tank
(seeattachedphoto#050). Theattachedphoto#051 showstheusedtires,crane,scrapmetaland
abandonedvehicleson theeastside ofthemetaltank. Thered pickuptruck is stackedon top of
anothervehicle.

Theremainingportionof thesitesouthof thevery largemetaltankwasdivided up with several
paths. Theareajust southofthetankcontainedeight tractorslined up in arow. Thesecondarea
to thesouthcontained4+tractors,anabandonedpickuptruck, farm equipment,andotherscrap
metalasshownin theattachedphoto#054. Theattachedphoto#054alsoshowsthe20+ cars,
trucksandotherfarm equipmentstackedtwo high in thethird areasouth ofthetank. The
abandonedvehiclescanalsobe seenin theattachedphotos#056,#057and#059.

Theareato thesouthof thestackedvehiclescontained4+ abandonedtrucksandpilesofscrap
metal. Thenextareato thesouthcontained7+ largesquaremetalboxes,4+ metaltanksand
scrapmetal. Theattachedphoto#070 showstheboxesandtanks in thebackground.The
attachedphoto#071 showsseveralwood cratesfilled with gastanks. Someofthegastankswere
observedspilled outofa crateon theground.
