REPLY OF SLOCUM LAKE DRAINAGE DISTRICT OF LAKE COUNTY
TO THE AGENCY’S POST-HEARING BRIEF

NOW COMES, Petitioner, Slocum LakeDrainageDistrict ofLakeCounty’s

(“District”), by its attorney,BONNIE MACFARLANE, ofthe law firm ofBONNIE

MACFARLANE, P.C.,andherebysubmitsthis Replyto theAgency’sPost-Hearing

Brief, andstatesasfollows:

A. TheDistrict, for clarificationpurposes,hasdrainagejurisdictionandcontroloverthe

channelizeddrainageditchwhichflows Westfor approximately625 feetfrom theWauconda

outfall; theditch which continuesWestfor approximately5,250 feet,and Southfor

approximately1,250feet,andwhich continuesWestfor approximately1,125feet. TheDistrict’s

“territory” alsoextendsthroughthe LAKE COUNTY FORESTPRESERVE’S(“LCGPD”)



propertywhich is approximately2,600linear feet,whichconstitutesthenorthernborderof the

517-acreFoxRiverPreserve.Seethe legal descriptionfor saidpropertyattachedheretoas

Exhibit “A”. TheLCGPDappropriatedthatpropertyby eminentdomain andthelegal

descriptionwhichwasattachedto theLakeCountyJudgmenterroneouslydid notcontainthe

completedescriptionwhich includedtheeasementsfor thebenefitoftheSlocumLakeDrainage

District ofLakeCounty,Illinois.

B. Secondly,theAgencyconsistentlycontendsthatthePetitionerhasnot submitted

evidencewhichsupportsthecontentionsoftheirAppealoftheNPDESPermit. Suchevidence

wasin theRecordandreferredto by Footnotein theHearingBrief ofPetitioner. Thefact that

theAgencycontendsthatit addressedandrespondedto the evidenceprovidedby thevarious

engineersresultingin a“specialcondition” containedin themodifiedpermit issuedin August,

2004,itself substantiatesthattheevidencegivenwascredible.TheAgencymissesthecrucial

pointthat each“specialcondition” or “requirement”addedto themodified permit, afterreview

bytheAgencyof thevariousengineers’reports,fails to adequatelyremedytheengineers’

conclusions,i.e., for example,testingandmonitoringon a“semi-annual”basis.

C. In addition,theAgencycontendsthat theyarenot theproperauthorityto approvea

Pre-treatmentprogramfails miserably,sincetheAttorneyGeneralfiled acomplaintagainstthe

Village of Waucondajustprior to issuingthemodifiedpermit. TheConsentJudgmentfiled with

theLakeCountyDistrict Court onDecember10, 2004,establishesa formalpre-treatment

programwhich Waucondais nowrequiredto follow. It is apparentthatthepre-treatment

“permit,” espousedby theAgency’sbrief,attemptsto shift theBoard’sfocusfrom theneedfor

suchpre-treatment,andattemptingto havethisBoard believethatthePetitionerwasdiscussing

a“permit” whenthePetitionerwasonly seekingto haveanestablishedVillage of Waucondapre-



treatmentordinanceenforced.Ultimately, theLakeCountyCourtis nowrequiringtheVillage of

Waucondato beresponsiblefor aformalpre-treatmentof wastewaterinto the Wauconda

WastewaterTreatmentPlantbythe industrial usersusingUSEPAstandards.

Forthereasonsandargumentsprovidedherein,theDistrict respectfullyrequeststhatthis

Boarddisallowthosesectionsof theAgency’sbriefthatarerefutedherein,andgrantsuchother

reliefasdeemednecessaryandproperunderthecircumstances.
