Now Comes the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (“Illinois EPA”) by James Allen
Day, one of its attorneys, and pursuant to Section 125.204 of the Illinois Pollution Control
Board’s (Board) fegulations files the following Recommendation regarding the tax certification
of water pollution control facilities pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 125.204.

potential solid, liquid or gaseous pollutant which if released without treatment,
pretreatment modification or disposal might be harmﬁl, detrimental or offensive to
human, plant or animal life, or to property.”
Pollution control facilities are entitled to preferential tax treatment, 35 ILCS 200/11-5
(2000).
Based on the information in the application and the purpose of the facilities (collecting,
transporting and/or storing livestock wastes prior to cropland application), it is the Illinois
];:PA’S engineering judgment that the described facilities may be considered "‘pollution
control facilities,” pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 125.200(a), with the primary purpose of

eliminating, preventing, or reducing water pollution, or as otherwise provided in 35 Ill.
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Adm. Code 125.200. Therefore, the facilities are eligible for tax certification from the

Board.
9 Therefore, the Illinois EPA recommends that the Board issue the requested tax
