ORDER OF THE BOARD (by J. Theodore Meyer):
On January 17, 1991, the Illinois Environnental Protection

Agency (Agency) filed this proposal for rul emaking. The proposal
seeks to correct deficiencies identified by the United States
Environnental Protection Agency in Illinois' state inplenentation
plan (SIP) for ozone for the Metro-East area, and contains
regul ations requiring the inplenmentation of reasonably avail able
control technology (RACT) for certain sources of volatile organic
material (VOV). The proposal is quite |lengthy, and the Board has
not yet conpleted its review of the proposal. Board review of
the proposal wll continue. This order does not constitute
acceptance of the proposal, as submtted, for hearing. (See 35
I1l.Adm Code 102.160(b).)

However, the Agency has filed several nobtions with the
proposal, which the Board will address. The Agency asks that the
Board waive several of its procedural rules which govern the
filing of a regulatory proposal. Specifically, the Agency asks:
1) that it be allowed to submt three conplete copies of the
proposal and seven partial copies of the proposal, rather than
the original and nine conplete copies; 2) that it need not supply
the Attorney General with a conplete copy of the proposal; 3)
that it be allowed to submt one of its supporting docunents (in
this case, the federal inplenentation plan (FIP) docket) at a
| ater date; and 4) that it need not provide copies of material to
be incorporated by reference. The Board grants the Agency's
nmotion in part. The Agency need not submt ten conplete copies
of the proposal, and, because the Attorney Ceneral has agreed to
accept a partial copy of the proposal, the Agency need not serve

a conplete copy on the Attorney General. The Agency nmay submt
the FIP docket at a later date, as directed by the hearing
of ficer. Pending conplete review of the proposal, the Board

reserves ruling on the Agency's request not to submt materials
i ncor porated by reference.

The Agency has also subnmitted a request for expedited
heari ng, based upon its statenment that the 1990 Clean Air Act
Amendnents require Illinois to submt its RACT deficiency SIP
revisions to USEPA by WMy 15, 1991. The Board assures the
Agency, and all other interested persons, that the Board pl aces a
high priority on the quick resolution of this proposal, and wl|
proceed as quickly as possible. The Board notes, however, that
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it is constrained by requirenents inposed by several statutes.
Several of the dates suggested by the Agency in its notion are
i npossi ble to neet. For exanple, the Agency suggests that the
Board issue a hearing notice tonmorrow and hold hearings on
February 25 and 26. However, federal law , as well as the
Board's procedural rules, require that notice of hearings on air
pol lution proposals be published at |east 30 days prior to the
hearing date. (See 40 CFR 51.102; 35 I1l.Adm Code
102. 162(a)(1).) It is obviously inpossible for this Board to
schedul e hearing |ocations and have state-wi de notice actually
publ i shed by tonorrow. Thus, the Board will proceed with this
proposal as quickly as possible.
