WITHOUT PREJUDICE '

Complainant, PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, by LISA MADIGAN,
Attorney General of the State of Illinois, requests that the Illinois Pollution Control Board |
(“Board”) dismiss the above captioned complaint without prejudice. In support thereof,

Complainant states as follows:

.1. This action was brought on behalf of the PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF
ILLINOIS by LISA MADIGAN, Attorney General of the State of Illihois, on her own
motion, and upon the request of the Illinois Environmentai Protection Agency (“Illinois
EPA”) pursuant to Section 31 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (“Act”), 415
ILCS 5/31 (2002).

INTERNATIONAL (“GTC”) on August 18, 2004.




3. GTC INTERNATIONAL, INC is an assumed name of Silvér Capital
Corporation. Silver Capital Corporation filed Chapter 7 Bankruptcy on November 1,
2004 in the Phoenix District of the United States Bankruptcy Court of Arizona.

4. A November 10, 2004 inspection of GTC’s Bedford Park facility by the
Illinois EPA revealed that operations at the facility had ceased.

5. On January 19, 2005, Complainant filed 2 motion to deem facts admitted

“and for summary judgment ‘in the above captioned enforcement action.

6. On January 27, 2005, Marks, Marks, and Kaplan, the law firm which had

| been representing GTC, filed its Notice of Withdrawal of Counsel for Respondent with

the Board. No answer was filed on GTC’s behalf and GTC never participated in any
status conferencgs’after its counsel’s withdrawal.

7. On March 3, 2005, the Board granted Complainant’s motion to deem facts
admitted and for summary judgment and directed the parties to hearing on the issue of
remedies.

8. In light of the Chapter 7 Filing, the Complainant has determined that it is
unlikely that Complainant would be able to collect any judgmeﬁt that might be entered
against GTC; and that, therefore, further enforcement proéeedings would not be a
productive use of either the Complainant’s or the Board’s limited resburces. _
