whenever justice may require. All motions for continuance must
be supported by an affidavit or written motion before the Hearing

{c) Whenever the Board notes, in its discretion, that any
variance petition, permit apoveal, or enforcement case 1g
not proceeding expeditiously to a conclusion, the Board
may order that a hearing be scheduled within 21 and held
within 60 days or the variance petition, permit appeal,

or enforcement case will be subject to dismissal.

Written comments shall be accepted for 60 days from the date
of this Proposed Order.
