ORDEROFTHE BOARD (by C.A. Manning):

On March18,1996LandAnd LakesCompanyfiled a petitionfor varianceregardingits
facility locatedin Dolton, Cook County, Illinois. This matteris acceptedfor hearing.

Thehearingmustbescheduledandcompletedin a timely manner,consistentwith
Boardpracticesandtheapplicablestatutorydecisiondeadline,or thedecisiondeadlineas
extendedby awaiver(petitionermayfile a waiverof thestatutorydecisiondeadlinepursuant
to 35 Ill. Adm. Code101.105). TheBoardwill assigna hearingofficer to conducthearings
consistentwith this hearing,andthe Clerk of theBoard shallpromptly issueappropriate
directionsto that assignedhearingofficer.

Theassignedhearingofficershall inform theClerk of theBoardof the time and
locationof the hearingat least40 daysin advanceofhearingsothatpublic noticeof hearing
maybe published. After hearing,thehearingofficer shall submitanexhibit list, a statement
regardingcredibility of witnesses,and all actualexhibits to the Boardwithin five daysof the
hearing. Any briefing scheduleshallprovidefor final filings asexpeditiouslyaspossibleand,
in time-limitedcases,no later than30daysprior to the decisionduedate,which is the final
regularlyscheduledBoardmeetingdateonor beforethe statutory or deferreddecision
deadline. Absentany futurewaiversof thedecisiondeadline,the statutorydecisiondeadlineis
nowJuly 16, 1996 (120daysfrom March 18, 1996);the Boardmeetingimmediately
precedingtheduedateis scheduledfor June20, 1996.

If afterappropriateconsultationwith theparties,the partiesfail to providean
acceptablehearingdateor if afteranattemptthehearingofficer is unableto consultwith the
parties,thehearingofficer shallunilaterallyseta hearingdatein conformancewith the
scheduleabove. Thehearingofficer andthepartiesareencouragedto expeditethis
proceedingasmuchaspossible. TheBoardnotesthat Boardrules (35 Iii. Adm. Code
104.180)reciuirethe EnvironmentalProtectionAgencyto file its recommendationfor
dispositionof thepetition within 30daysof filing of thepetition.
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IT IS SO ORDERED.
