In the motion, Braidwood states that it filed a "Motion for
Leave to File Supplemental Petition" and a "Supplemental Petition
to First Amended Petition" with the Hearing Officer at the April
25, 1990 hearing. Undated copies of both documents are attached
to the motion and are marked as Exhibits A and B, respectively.
