This provisional variance request comes before the Board
upor an August l., 1lYL7, hecomrencation of the Illilnois
Environmental Protection Agency (Agency). On August 14, 19&7,
the Agency receiveu a regudest for a 3U day extension on the
provisional variance, FCB 67-100, granted July 16, 1987. The
Agency recommends tret becaucse of an arkitrery and unreasonéable
hardship, tne City of Macomb (City) be granted an extension of
tnelr pirovisionel varlance subject to certain conditions to allow
the City to exceed the effluent limitations in its NPDES permit

for biocherical oxygen demand (BOU) and totzl suspended solids
(TSS).

The City owns and operates a wastewater treatment facility
with a design average flow of 4.0 million gallons per day (MGD)
and a cesign maxinmur flcw of 7.5 MGL. The treatment facility
consists of preliminary treatment, primary treatment, an
acrtivated slucge system, a tertiery lagoon ana chlorination.
Discharge is to the Killjordan Creek.

During coneszruction of the new final clarifier, the paint on
the new eguipment was found to be defective. The repair work
w1ll reqguire remcval of tne paint by sand blasting. The
repainting requires that the clarifier be taken out of service to
perform tnis work.

Tne City met lts NrDES Permit ILOU2%688 limitations of 10U/1:
mg/1 monthly average respectively for BOD and TSS during June ana
July, 1%.7. During these months only one clarifier was 1in
service due to construction work. The City believes that it will
meet 1te NFDES Permit limits during this repainting period uncer
normal flow conditions. However, the City is concerned that a
hign flow cue to excessive rainfall may cause 1t to exceed its
Permit limits with only one clarifier in service.

Tne City ccntends tnat to be i1n congliance it would have to
construct a temporary treatment facility. The City argues that
such a reguirenent would 1mpose &n arbitrary and unreasonable
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harusiiip. 1ne Agency agrees witn tne City's assessment tnat an
arbitrary and unreasonable hardship would result. The Agency
also believes tnat, 1f & provisional exceprtion is granted, tne
expected environmental impact will be minimal because seconaary
treatment 1: being proviaead.

Afrer detrermining tunat federal regulations would not
preclude the granting of variance and that no public water
supplies woula be adversely affected, the Agency recommended that
the City of Macomb be granted an extension of provisional
variance from 35> I1ll. Adam. Code 3u4.120(c) ana 304.141(a) subjecc
to the conditions listed in the Order below.

Pursuant tou Secticn 35(k) of thhe Illinois Environmental

Protection Act, the Board hereby grants the provisional variance
as recommenaed.

2. Effluent snall be limited to 30 mg/l1 for beth BOL ana
TSS as monthly averages and a daily maximum of 45 mg/l
fer bctn BUL and ToS. Effluent snall be sampled
accoraing to NPLES Permit No. IL002Y688 as to frequency
and sample type. Analysis results snell be submittec
to the Agency on the monthly discharge monitoring
report (DML).

3. Tne City of Macomt shall notify Gary Reside of the
Agency's Compliance Assurance Section via telephone at
217/762-9720 when the entire treatment system is
returned to service. Written confirmation of the
telepnone notification shall be submitted within 5 days
to the Agency at the address given below:

5. Within 10 days of the date of this Order the City of
Macomt snall execute a Certificate of Acceptance
agreeing to be bound by the terms and conditions of the
variance. This Certificate of Acceptance shall be sent
to James Frost at the Address given above.
