On February 13, 1986, the Illinois Environmental Protection
Agency (“Agency”) filed its recommendation and a motion to file
the recommendation instanter.

This proceeding began with the filing of a petition for
variance by Electric Energy on October 31, 1985. By Board rule,
the recommendation was due thirty days later. Since November 30
was a Saturday, the recommendation was due on December 2, 1985.
The recommendation has been filed 73 days late.

While mindful of the late filing by the Agency, the Board
must necessarily accept the late filing. The Agency motion for
filing its recommendation instanter is granted.
