BOARD ADOPTS AMENDMENTS TO THE ILLINOIS
UNDERGROUND INJECTION CONTROL PROGRAM, R90-
14
     In R90-14, adopted by the Board on May 23, 1991, the
Board adopted amendments to the Illinois underground
injection control program that correspond to the federal Third
Third land disposal restrictions.  On June 1, 1990, USEPA
promulgated the restrictions on land disposal of Third Third
Scheduled Wastes.  That rulemaking included restrictions
under both the RCRA and UIC programs.  On January 31,
1991, USEPA published a series of corrections to the Third
Third prohibitions.  The R90-14 rulemaking deals only with
those portions of the federal proceedings that impact the
Illinois UIC program.  Docket R90-11 dealt with those portions
impacting the Illinois RCRA program.

     The R90-14 and corresponding federal rulemaking primarily
completes the list of Third Third Wastes prohibited from
underground injection (35 Ill. Adm. Code 738.116,
corresponding to 40 CFR 148.16).  It also adds First Third
Wastes (35 Ill. Adm. Code 738.114, corresponding to 40 CFR
148.14) and Second Third Wastes (35 Ill. Adm. Code 738.115,
 corresponding to 40 CFR 148.15) and adds an exception from
the general prohibition against underground injection for
certain characteristic wastes (35 Ill. Adm. Code 738.101,
corresponding to 40 CFR 148.1).

PCB 91-22 City of Minonk v.IEPA - The Board granted petitioner variance, with conditions, from the Board's public water supplies
regulations relating to Standards for Issuance and Restricted Status concerning the combined radium-226 and
radium-228 standard and gross alpha particle activity standard for its Grundy County facility.  Board Member Bill
Forcade dissented.

PCB 91-85 Illinois Dept. of Conservation, Dixon Springs State Park S.T.P., v. IEPA - The Board accepted the Agency
Recommendation and granted petitioner provisional variance, with conditions, from the Board's water pollution
regulations relating to the ammonia nitrogen, biochemical oxygen demand and permit limitations effluent
requirements for its Pope County facility.

AC 89-156 IEPA v. John A. Gordon - The Board denied petitioner's motion for reconsideration of the January 24,
A & B 1991 Board order which found that the cited violations had occurred and imposed a penalty of $1,000, and the March

14, 1991 Board order which assessed hearing costs against respondent in the amount of $1,288.20.
