The sludge now deposited in these ditches must deposit
somewhere. It seems to me that the Main Branch of Sugar Creek
may now begin to experience these sludge deposits. The 3-year
monitoring program reguired in the Order should especially
look for new sludge deposits in Sugar Creek.
