However, the Board on its own motion 3oins the Village of
Lincolnshire as a party to this action pursuant to 35 Ill. Ada.
Code 104.141 and 103.121(c). Hawthorn Realty is ordered to
perform service of process on the Village pursuant to 35 Ill.
Ada. Code 103.123. The Village may denominate itself as a party
petitioner if it so desires.

The Board orders hearing to be scheduled within 14 days of
the date of service upon the Village. The hearing officer shall
inform the Clerk of the Board of the time and location of the
hearing at least 30 days in advanceof hearing so that public
notice of the hearing may be publi id After the hearing, the
hearing officer shal submit rs e ‘. t at and all actual
exhibits to the Board within five da s ot the hearing. The
hearing officer may by order set a s’F ile for submission of
briefs. Such schedule ahall provid.. f f nil filings as
expeditiously as pos:ible and in no e n~.later than 70 days from
the date of this order.

Unless Hawthort Realty files ir arendcd petition including
proof to the Board of prope s’rvicc ~Oi tie Village within 45
days, the variarc.e retit on will be a ~ dismissal.
