The
Environmental Protection Act contemplates that variance
will lead to compliance; if Hanley wishes to continue
open burning through the indefinite future, a petition
for site-specific rule change might be the more
appropriate procedural mechanism,

By the terms c¢f the August 21 Order, if an amended petition
curing these deficiencies is not filed on or before October 7,

1985,

this petition will be subject to dismissal. Hearing will

not be scheduled in this matiter until the Board receives an
amended petition.
