ORDER OF THE BOARD {(by J.D. Dumelle):

On December 2, 1981 the National Can Company filed a
petition for variance from Rule 205(n) of Chapter 2: Air
Pollution.

Unless the above-noted defects are cured by the filing of
an amended petition within 45 days of the date of this Order,
the petition will be subject to dismissal.
