1)TNT doesoperatetheir facility in orderto warehouseanddistributetires,which requirestruckandtrailer
movementscreatingexcessivenoisein theprocess.

2)Vehiclescontractedby TNTareplcking upanddeliveringtiresto this facility 24 hoursa day/7daysa
weekcreatingexcessivenoisein their process.

3)AlthoughTNT doesnotown or operatemanyof thetnicksor trailerscomingandgoing fromtheir
facility, theydo own thefacility andpropertyfrom which thenoiseis beingemitted.Moreover;TNT does
own andoperatea spottertractorthat is operatingconstantlydayandnightmovingtrailersfromdropped
locationstoandfrom their loadingdockscreatingexcessivenoise(in additiontotheir contractedcarriers
creatingnoiseanddisruption).

4)Trucksarepicking upanddeliveringtiresfrom theTNT warehouse24 hoursperday/7daysa week
creatingnoisethat is emittedfrom their facility continually.

5)TNTdoesnotown noroperateall ofthedelivery andpick-upvehiclescomingandgoingfrom their
facility, but their contractedcarrierscreateexcessivenoisefrom their facility, whichtheydo own and
operate.

6)TNTdoesown thefacility andpropertyinquestionfromwhichthenoiseis beingemittedThenoiseis
beingemittedoverandpasttheboundariesof theirpropertyinto residentialproperty.Statedin The
EnviromnentalProtectIonAct, Title VI: Noise~Sec.24.No personshallemitbeyondtheboundariesofhis
propertyanynoisethatunreasonablyinteribreswith theenjoymentof life or anylawful businessor
activity, soasto violateanyregulationor standardadoptedby theBoardunderthisAct.
