EnvironmentalProtectionAgency(Agency)to amendtheTiered Approachto CorrectiveAction
Objectives(TACO). Generally,theTACO rules(35 III. Adm. Code742)provideproceduresfor
developingremediationobjectivesbasedon risksto humanhealthposedby a site’s
environmentalconditions. TheAgencystatesthat its proposedamendmentsaredesignedto
improveproceduresandreflectupdatedcontaminantstandards,testmethods,andtoxicity
criteria. On October20, 2005,theBoardacceptedthe Agency’sproposalfor hearing. This
rulemakingdocketis R06-lO.
