MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
May 3, 1984

All Board Members were present

An Opinion and Order was adopted in #83-116, Meyer Steel Drumby a vote of 6-0.

In #83—117, Meyer Steel Drum, Mrs. Anderson proposed amendmentsto the Proposed Opinion and Order prepared by Mr. F’orcade. TheAmendments were accepted by a vote of 5—1. Mr. Forcade dissented.Mrs. Anderson will prepare the final Opinion and Order which wasadopted by a vote of 6—0. Mr. Forcade concurred.

Opinions and Orders were adopted in these matters by a vote of6—0: #83—133, Van Leer Containers, Mr. Forcade concurred; 84—10,Orchard Hill; R82—14, RACT III, Agricultural Products, ProposedRule, Second Notice, Order only.

In #82—108, Chrysler, a request for revocation was granted by avote of 6—0. Mr. Dumelle will prepare an Order.

( Petition for rehearing in #83-106, American National Bank, wasdenied by a vote of 4—2. Mr. Meyer and Mr. Nega dissented.S Mr. Dumelle will prepare an Order.

In #84—26, OMC, application for non-disclosure was denied andreferred to the Trade Secret Procedures. Motion for extensionof time to respond was granted. The vote was 6—0. Mrs.Anderson will prepare an Order.

Motions to extend time for filing the records in ##84—38, —39,Cabot, were granted by a vote of 6—0. Mrs. Anderson will preparean Order.

Motions for leave to file answers in ##84—44, U.S. IndustrialChemical and 84—45, Waste Management, were granted by votes of6—0. Mr. Dumelle will prepare Orders.

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An Amended Petition filed in #84—33, Commonwealth Edison, was
Ordered held for an Agency Recommendation.
