MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
APRIL 3, 1997 CHICAGO, ILLIOIS - 10:30 A.M.

After calling the meeting to order, Chairman Claire Manning welcomed members of the public
and staff to the meeting. Thereafter, the Clerk was asked for a roll call, and all Board Members
answered present.

Minutes of the March 20, 1997 Board Meeting were approved by a vote of 7-0.

In R97-7, Wastewater Pretreatment Update, USEPA Regulations (January 1, 1996 through June
30, 1996), an Adopted Rule, Final Order, Opinion and Order was adopted by a vote of 6-0.
Board Member K.M. Hennessey abstained. (JY)

An Order accepting the matter for hearing, and granting in part, the Agency’s motion for waiver
of certain filing requirements, was adopted In R97-25, Conforming Amendments for the Great
Lakes Initiative: 35 Ill. Adm. Code Part 302.101, 302.105, 302.Subpart E, 303.443, and
304.222, by a vote of 6-0. Board Member K.M. Hennessey abstained. (GTG)(CAM)(JY)
