This matter comes before the Board upon receipt of an Agency
Recommendation dated December 5, 1989. The recommendation refers
to a request from Petitioner, BFI/Junction for a 30 day
provisional variance from the 90-day on-site limitations for
hazardous wastes set forth in 35 Il1l1. Adm. Code 722.134(b).
